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8 FVSU students suspended and one student's mothegmpanion arrested after fight

Eight female students were suspended and two pdaplaeding the mother of one of the
students, were arrested after a fight on Fort Yelate University's campus Friday, school
officials confirmed Monday.

The confrontation that resulted in the suspensamasarrests took place near the Horace Mann
Bond building about 11 a.m. Friday and followedadtercation during an off-campus party at
the Spruce Street Gym on Thursday night, accorirsgFort Valley State University police
report.

All of the students involved were freshmen, auttiesisaid.

Fort Valley State police chief Brenda Jones sagdfitfht stemmed from a series of events that
go back to high school for the students, who dre@h the Atlanta area. Jones said she had sat
through at least three mediations with the youngae, one meeting as recently as Wednesday.

"It is a series of misunderstandings that has lgeémg on for the last few weeks," Jones said.

Elaine Ellison, 36, of Atlanta, the mother of orfdl®e suspended students, was arrested and
charged with disorderly conduct, police reported.

A student involved in the fight had alerted campabce officials to a vehicle on campus with
several people in it, including Ellison and JerBugse, 25, of Atlanta, identified as Ellison's
boyfriend, according to campus police reports.

Burse was arrested and charged with carrying a ereapto campus after he was found to be in
possession of a .32-caliber Smith & Wesson revalvéne vehicle, according to the police
report.

Ellison was driving the vehicle, which containedefindividuals, police said. When stopped by
police, Ellison jumped out and said that the gt fought with her daughter during Thursday
night's party had also jumped on her youngest daugholice reported.

"The mother came and decided she wanted to hamdigston her own," Jones said.



Two students involved in the fight were taken te dampus infirmary for treatment of injuries
that included a cut lip and a concussion, authesrisiaid.

Recovered at the site of the fight were a box cattel a hammer, police said.
University officials did not release the nameshe suspended students, but said Ellison's
daughter, who was a student at FVSU, was suspeartkdscorted off university premises for

her participation in the incident, campus authesitsaid.

Ellison was arrested after video from a studemfsphone showed her involvement in the fight,
police said. The video also showed a hammer aok Iséing used in the fight, police said.

The suspended students will undergo a judiciarymitae hearing, school authorities said.
They have the right to appeal the panel's decisidhe university president and the Georgia
Board of Regents, officials added.

Davida Dwyer, a 21-year-old junior and part-timerklin The Telegraph's sports department, is
charged with aggravated assault. She was relesm®dlie Bibb County Law Enforcement
Center on a $3,400 bond.

Dwyer of Roswell is accused of attacking Cecilidt®é Jacksonville, Fla., shortly before 2 a.m.
near the academic center on campus.

Dwyer allegedly kicked, choked, beat and stabbetl @ter becoming angry with her, according
to a sheriff's office news release.

The beating began outside the building and continme& women's restroom inside the school
facility.

Batt suffered injuries that are not life threatgnimcluding knife wounds to the head and left
hand. She was treated at Coliseum Northside Hospithreleased.

Dwyer and Batt had ended their six-month relatigmsibout a month ago, according to a
sheriff's office report.

Batt said Dwyer possibly was upset about text ngess8att had been sending to other women,
according to the report.

Dwyer, who played on the basketball team, is ngéora student at the college, said Wesleyan
spokeswoman Susan Welsh.

"This type of behavior is not tolerated at Wesle@anlege and the student has been expelled,”
Welsh said in a statement. "The altercation wais@ated incident that arose out of a personal
conflict. Campus security responded and intervemedediately. No students, other than the
two involved in the conflict, were at risk or inrdger,"” she said.

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Georgia Tech Freshman Arrested For Making Fake IDs
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A Georgia Tech freshman was arrested Tuesday, etlavgh manufacturing fake driver's
licenses.

The Georgia Bureau of Investigation said Andreve@unders, of Canton, was producing the
fraudulent ID cards from his dorm room on campuge GBI said additional charges are likely
following analysis of the student's personal coraput

Saunders, 19, sold the phony licenses to stude@eagia Tech, the University of Georgia, the
University of Alabama and the College of Charlestmd GBI spokesman John Bankhead. The
agency arrested a Flowery Branch man less thanviredks ago for the same crime.
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While Tech has always dealt with crime around @smeter, a string of violent incidents has
placed the Tech campus on alert. Georgia Techd’bhwe responded to what officer Grant
Hawkins calls “a surge in crime in all of Atlantdirough increased patrolling and awareness
campaigns. However, the number of students affdesdccontinued to grow.

In one of these incidents, while students waitedday inside the Papa John’s located at 10th
Street and State Street, two men entered brandighins and instructed everyone to lie face
down. After taking money from the safe, the suspélet] the area.

Also last weekend, two students were carjackediafppint next to the Graduate Living Center
on 10th Street. As they were getting out of thair, @ white sedan pulled up and two men exited,
pointing a gun at the driver and demanding the keyke car.



Once the driver handed the keys over, the susfledtsAtlanta Police later caught up with the
suspects on Marietta Street, near the M Streettfaats. They abandoned the car in a parking
lot and were not found.

“Right now we are seeing a definite increase imerboth off- and on-campus. The crimes off
campus are a little more against person, whileaonpus the biggest current rise we've seen is in
property theft. We're hoping students will be vagit when they see things that seem
suspicious,” Hawkins said.

Other armed robberies that occurred earlier thistmo the area, are also still being
investigated by Atlanta Police. In both instanstgdents were approached by a group of armed
black men who then fled the scene on foot or by Tlae first occurred in the area of Atlantic
Drive and Home Park on March 16, when a man wakimghome and was approached by two
men who demanded his wallet after displaying a gime. second occurred in the area of Tenth
Street and Hemphill Avenue on March 23, as two pe@as were approached by three men
carrying guns who forced them onto the ground ahted them. One of the suspects was
apprehended in that case after police located @leainatching a description given by the
victims.

“Atlanta Police has not made any arrests...[but] @weehestablished a highly visible extra patrol
officer in the area where we see an increasedenciel occurring to hopefully apprehend and
deter criminals,” Hawkins said.

Jimmy John’s on 14th St. was also the site of amedrburglary similar to what occurred at Papa
John’s. On February 22, three men held up the s@hdstiop at gunpoint.

On the other end of campus, the tunnel under tieestate near the East Campus residences has
also been the site of violent incidents. Wednesdajudent across the tunnel from Tech had his
iPod stolen by a man carrying a saw who threatémstioot the student. On March 18, a student
walking in the tunnel was grabbed behind by a mha searched his pockets. The student was
carrying nothing of value and was not injured.

Property theft on campus is also on the rise. tamith, a theft at the Campus Recreation Center
struck Michael Milholen, a fourth-year computeresgie major. He was left without his wallet,
cell phone, and apartment and car keys. The iteens tmken from one of the day lockers in the
men’s locker room while he worked out.

“When | came back three hours later everything gase,” Milholen said.
Once a Georgia Tech police officer arrived, Milholearned he was not alone.

“[The police offer] told me it was the third time had come out to the CRC for the same issue
that same day,” Milholen said.

Following this series of incidents, the CRC hasg@thadvisory notices throughout the locker
rooms. Milholen, who said no suspects were evaettified, now uses the day lockers in the
open area or takes his belongings with him to #e#@se machines.

“The best advice is to be aware of your surrounslengd be alert...Especially if anyone shows a
weapon, gun, knife, or looks like they are goindntwt you, we advise you go ahead and follow
their instructions, and hopefully that will prevenstudent from being hurt,” Hawkins said.



Tech held its annual Campus Safety Walk on Tuetnl&entify unsafe areas of campus.
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This past Tuesday was the eighth annual CampusySafak, during which President Clough,
Dean Stein, student leaders, campus police depatrtmembers and various other administrators
toured campus to look for any areas that appearsdfe, in the hopes of improving overall
campus safety. Due to time constraints the walkiwed at 3:30 p.m., instead of in the early
evening as in years past.

The aim of the walk is to improve simple issueshsag campus lighting on the most commonly
used paths for students to get to and from claskmsever, the walk is also intended to raise
students’ awareness of safety issues on campus.

The Student Government Association’s Planning aedelbpment Committee was responsible
for organizing the Campus Safety Walk.

Third-year Physics major Sarang Shah, the chame@BGA Planning and Development
Committee, was present and participated in the walk

“One of the Planning and Development Committeeisiary missions is to relay student safety
concerns to the administration....Really it [Campage§ Walk] is a way of helping students as
well,” Shah said.

The walk began at the Campanile and progresseatih Mvenue by way of Cherry Street and
Tech Tower. The group then proceeded to walk dowriiNAvenue, passing the stadium and
the freshmen dorms.

The recently acquired North Avenue Apartments veerarea of focus on the walk, especially
due to the increase in student foot traffic achdegh Avenue. Afterward, the group began
walking down Williams Street parallel to the Intete 75/85 and past the infamous tunnel that
connects Tech with Spring Street.

In previous years the tunnel between the Freshmaerience dorms and Spring Street has been
a focus of the walk, as the area is frequentlycéitl with property crimes. President Clough has
previously said that purchasing the property onojygosite side of the tunnel could be
successful in reducing crime in the tunnel, bubfaget no such purchases have been made.

Student Government Association Undergraduate Ryes@nu Parvatiyar also participated in
the walk, which she described as more focused mgr-ierm issues than in previous years.

“We had a very open discussion. We talked aboutiNavenue Apartments.... We talked a lot
about the Tech Tower Lawn and the typical walk fiitvn library between North Avenue and
Tech Tower,” Parvatiyar said.



The entire North Avenue area was included in thkwas year, not solely the Tech Apartment
properties, due to increased foot traffic on N&xthenue from students circumventing Freshman
Hill by walking down the south border of campus.

“Generally around the stadium area, and just oatsfdlech Tower, many students felt that area
was unsafely lit and could use some improvemepea@ally since more students are going
down that way,” Shah said.

Threats end dance party plans
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University of Georgia officials said Monday theyutdn't recall ever canceling a UGA event due
to a threat of violence, as they did a Saturdaftrignce party.

Administrators called off Saturday night's "Pajabaa 2008" in part of the UGA Ramsey
Student Center after UGA police got repeated ¢hisatening shooting or a bombing at the
event, sponsored by UGA's Zeta Pi chapter of tigh&IPhi Alpha fraternity.

Neither UGA Police Chief Jimmy Williamson or Erigkinson, an assistant to the UGA vice
president for student affairs, could remember aensity event canceled because of threats.

The student affairs office made the decision taehrbut Williamson said he agreed after the
police department received four threatening calls.

"l have no reason to treat (the threats) as nordegtihe said.
"If we were looking at this five years ago, it midie different,” he said.

But after tragedies like last year's mass shoatimthe Virginia Tech campus, officials aren't
going to take any chances, he said.

"We had to make a decision with safety in mind,KiAson said.

Police did not shut down the Ramsey Center, butked the building with bomb-sniffing dogs
after the threats started about 3 p.m., he said.



Police didn't use a campuswide alert system irstadler the past few months because
Saturday's threat did not fit the alert systemippse - to notify people of an imminent or
ongoing campuswide threat.

Police were stationed around the Ramsey Centelltparty-goers the event was canceled, but
most people apparently heard before they left hantefew showed up Saturday night,
Williamson said.

UGA's Greek Life office will issue refunds for uragstickets.

Officers of the fraternity told Atkinson the evesatid 1,200 tickets to the event, a charity
fundraiser, he said.

Atkinson said Monday afternoon he doubts the eeantbe rescheduled before the end of the
semester, but he planned to meet with fraternitynbers Monday night to see what they can
salvage from the event.

"We'll do everything we can do to accommodate thétkinson said.

FVSU bans man from campus in gun incident

An Atlanta man was arrested Thursday by Fort Vaiegte University police for allegedly
discharging a firearm near campus.

Jamal Dashon Moreland, 20, of Atlanta, was chavgéd carrying a pistol without a license,
carrying a weapon on school grounds and dischamiitgarm near a public street. Capt.
Desmond Williams of the Fort Valley State publife$wp office said Moreland was taken to the
Peach County Law Enforcement Center and issueingnet trespass citation banning him from
campus.

Moreland was on campus attending a step show ilibedward Gymnasium. Afterwards about
10 p.m., Williams said Moreland decided to discledng .40-caliber pistol into the air on an
access road near the campus. No one was hurt.
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With the shock not completely worn off, colleges nationwide are operating or putting in
place security measures to help prevent a repeat of the Virginia Tech massacre, which
happened a year ago today.

One example is the upgrade this academic year of Gainesville State College’s campus
security office to a certified police department.

Before last April 16, when a lone gunman fatally shot 33 people, including himself, on
the Blacksburg, Va., campus, Gainesville State had "started some discussions in
upgrading the (office) just based on our size and enrollment,” said Sloan Jones, the
college’s spokeswoman.

"When we were in the process of all that, Virginia Tech happened,” she said. "It
certainly did impact the decision to move more toward the police side of things rather
than just public safety."”

The college created the police department on Oct. 24. The Georgia Peace Officer
Standards and Training Council recognized the department as a Georgia law
enforcement agency in a Nov. 6 letter to the college.

Gainesville State went from a force of eight security guards to four security guards and
five sworn officers. The department has new uniforms, sidearms and three patrol cars,
among other equipment.

Police Chief Richard Goodson said he expects the department to be fully operational by
early May.

"The only thing we’ve been waiting on is to get all of our paperwork, to make sure we
have ... all the things you need to do to be an effective police department,” he said.



Soon after the tragedy, University of Georgia president Michael F. Adams appointed two
study committees, one looking at emergency preparedness and communications and
the other looking at psychological services protocols.

As the result of their recommendations, UGA has put in place an enhanced 911 phone
system and set up a council that would assess anyone posing potential problems on
campus.

UGA, North Georgia College & State University in Dahlonega, Brenau University in
Gainesville and other colleges have established communication systems that involve
quickly sending phone messages and text messages to students and faculty in the
event of an emergency.

Colleges also are increasing the number of "call boxes" that allow students, at certain
strategic locations on campus, to make an emergency phone call to campus security.

Michael F. Stapleton, the campus police chief at NGCSU, said his college is increasing
the number of video cameras on campus to 200 from 40.

Also, "we’re training our officers up a little differently,” making them more "community-
oriented," Singleton said.

"Their job is to get out there and rub elbows with the students," he said. "The students
know stuff before we ever see it."

Scott A. Briell, Brenau'’s vice president for enrollment management and marketing, said
Brenau is "working on a lot of training for students and faculty on what to do in an
emergency, what to be aware of, who to contact, really just getting everybody’s
understanding that we have to work together to solve these problems."

The Virginia Tech gunman, Seung-Hui Cho, had alarmed professors and administrators
with his behavior and writings, and he was put through a commitment hearing where he
was found to be potentially dangerous.

When an off-campus psychiatrist sent him back to the school for outpatient treatment,
there was no follow-up to ensure he got it.

Gainesville State had a recent incident involving a student who was ordered to undergo
a psychiatric evaluation and "had a psychiatrist sign off to allow (the student to return to)
school,” Goodson said.

"And we were all involved in that. We were all watching (the student),” he said. The
situation worked out well for all parties, "but they don’t all work out that cut and dry."

"Campuses aren’t sanctuaries any more than other parts of society," Goodson said.
"You'd like to think they are, but | think that’s all the more reason, in this day and age,
it's good to have a police presence there."

Paloma Leon, 20, an early childhood education major at Gainesville State, said she
feels comfortable traveling to classes every day.



"But | do wonder sometimes about how our campus is just open for ... any people that
are driving (through)," she said. "We have students walking in and out of the campus all
of the time."

She would like to see the college, a public institution within the University System of
Georgia, take on a little more "privacy."

"We never know what day we could be victims," Leon said. "We pray to God that it
never happens.”
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Small colleges tackled safety after Virginia Tech
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The news one year ago today that a lone gunmadi32 students and professors at Virginia
Tech galvanized colleges across the country angebtied even the smallest of campuses to
revisit their emergency preparedness plans.

Many schools, like Gainesville State College andefs Technical College, were starting to
learn about security technology when tragedy statdkirginia Tech last year.

The massacre forced small-school officials to exXpgulans to hire more security officers and
insist that people across campus understand newgenwy preparedness plans.

In the past year, Athens Tech trained one persodean or a professor - in each building on its
four campuses about lockdown procedures in thetefemthreat, said Dennis Ashworth, the
school's head of safety and security and vice geesiof information technology.

The college installed security cameras in somé@icampuses' buildings, Ashworth said, and
will continue to place more as the school has fogdi

"(Virginia Tech) made us take an even closer loodua procedures,” he said. "... Things could
happen anywhere this day and time, and we need podpared as much as we can."”



Gainesville State College officials already weré¢ha process of starting a police force at the
main campus when the shootings happened at Virgedih, said school spokeswoman Sloan
Jones.

The Blacksburg tragedy fast-tracked the plan -a {aer, the college has its own police
department - and also compelled school officialsaasider how to provide better security for
students who attend Gainesville's satellite canmpigatkinsville, Jones said.

Since then, students at the Oconee County campuspsavided with the contact information of
a security officer who is available to respond Bdiiis a day, she said.

The additional security may seem like small gestammpared to the changes at more affluent
schools like the University of Georgia, but as plast year has proven, student population has
little to do with where tragedy strikes, Jones said

In the wake of the shootings at Virginia Tech, U®#plemented a planned emergency alert
system that notifies students, faculty and staffulgh telephone messages and e-mails in the
event of a campuswide emergency, including natlisasters.

School officials also decided to form a Behavigkatessment and Response Council that
evaluates a student's behavior if he or she isregfe¢o the group. The council then determines
whether the student is a threat to himself or atlaed can bar the student from campus or order
him or her to submit to a psychological assessnazarding to a UGA report.

The massacre last year shook college studentshesidgtey attended an affluent college or a
small university, to their core, said UGA senioriyi&€atherine McLean, who organized a
student-led vigil that will be held at 8 p.m. todatyThe Arch to commemorate the one-year
anniversary of the shootings.

"We want to reform that sense of community thathad last year and let the victims of Virginia
Tech know that we haven't forgotten about themwadgtill stand with them," McLean said.

Fraternity officers told UGA administrators theydhsold 1,200 tickets to the party.

UGA had never before called off an event becausetbfeat of violence, according to the
recollections of Williamson or Eric Atkinson, arsestant to the UGA vice president for student
affairs.

Johnson apparently wanted to prevent a man sheskfrom attending the dance party,
Williamson said, but he did not know Johnson'sti@teship with the man. Neither Johnson or
the man are UGA students or work at UGA, he said.

Police contacted Johnson in College Park afteramésrwere issued Monday, and police
expected the woman to surrender to Clayton Countyagities Wednesday, Williamson said.

Williamson would not say how UGA detectives weréedb track down Johnson, other than to
say, "Technology assisted us."

Police searched the Ramsey Center with bomb-sgiffogs Saturday, but did not close the
building.

Police also did not activate an automated aletesy$o notify students and workers of danger,
saying the threats did not fit the alert systemigppse - to warn of an imminent or ongoing
campus-wide threat.

Midstate colleges using text messaging, other metth®to alert students to danger

Students at Georgia College & State University gatl on the front campus Wednesday to
remember those who lost their lives in the past'yeampus shootings nationwide.

At the memorial, which included reading the namfethase who were killed at Virginia Tech
and Northern lllinois, students were given the deato sign up for Connect-ED - the college's
new emergency alert text messaging system.

Although a number of colleges were considering gercy text messaging services before the
campus shootings, officials have said the slayatgéirginia Tech expedited many of their
plans.

Georgia College began offering emergency text ngasgan November.

So far 7,030 students, faculty and staff - 35 pgroéthe campus population - have signed on,
said Bryan Jackson, director of university commanamns.

In the future, everyone will be automatically signg and will be given the option to opt out,
Jackson said. New staff and faculty now are erttc@lgomatically, and the university is
exploring a similar system for new students, hd.sai

Georgia College used Connect-ED for the first tiarch 15 to issue a tornado warning,
Jackson said. Messages successfully were sentger@ént of the users, he said.

Although no studies have been done, anecdotal metdghows that between 25 percent and 50
percent of students nationwide are signing up foergency text messaging, said S. Daniel
Carter, senior vice president for Security on Caspaunonprofit organization devoted to campus
safety.

However, some schools that automatically enroliietds, faculty and staff and allow them to
opt out see much higher rates, he said.

The University of Georgia, which automatically digdts campus, has a 98 percent to 99
percent participation rate, said Steve Harris rimtelirector of the Office of Security and
Emergency Preparedness at the university.



Mercer University in Macon also has emergency tegssaging, although Mickey Belote,
associate vice president for information technojagyuld not say how many people are signed
up for it.

"We have a lot of students and faculty and stdié 'said. "We're working to encourage more
people to sign up for it."

Carter, of Security on Campus, said although eingpll00 percent of people on campus in the
programs would be nice, it's not necessary.

"You're not necessarily going to everybody, but goa't necessarily need everybody either,"” he
said. "Word will spread as long as you can gewibed out to a sizable part of the population.”

Text messaging is a "great tool,"” but it is onleamay of notifying the campus of an emergency,
he said.

Colleges should have multiple ways of notifyingitttdmmunities of a threat, he said.

And many of them do or are looking into it. Mosewesmail notifications and various types of
word-of-mouth.

Georgia College is looking to reverse call boxeshey can air announcements through a public
address system. The university also is lookingatsio put messages up on cable televisions on
campus, Jackson said.

Mercer is looking into getting a warning siren ampus, campus Police Chief Gary Collins
said.

Officials at Wesleyan College have been researdegossibility of having an emergency text
message service, said Susan Welsh, director of comneations at the college.

The college already has the ability to send emengeressages through the telephones and
intercoms, as well as e-mail notification and agpag Wesleyan's Web site detailing emergency
procedures, she said.

Macon State College doesn't have emergency texdagesy but utilizes a phone tree, has a
special emergency Web site that will display duanfpreat and plans to get an outdoor and
indoor siren and public address system within & 8ix months, said David Sims, director of
plant operations at the college.

Macon State personnel and local agencies recantlylaed an active live shooter on campus to
practice their response. The Georgia Emergency l&Enant Agency gave the college a nine
out of 10 score for emergency preparation followtimg exercise, Sims said.

"With everything that has happened, | think almadkof your colleges and universities are more
on alert, and not just the police department batlhie faculty and students," Collins said. "With
that cooperation, that puts a lot of extra eyesesard on campus that are out and about.”

A fledgling group at the University of West Georgydl be joining a nationwide pro-gun protest
all next week by wearing empty holsters and praxgdnformational fliers for anyone who asks.

“It's not really going to be an in-your-face softgyotest,” said Jacob Lovell, organizer of the
protest at UWG. “That’s not really my style anywhyt it will be there on my side, and if
people want to talk to me about it they can, andblild be happy to talk with them and give
them with literature.”

Lovell, 24, is a member of Students for Concealad¥on Campus, a national organization
formed in the weeks following the Virginia Tech shiags in 2007. He became involved in
starting the group on UWG’s campus in March becégseants to have the tools to defend
himself should he be the intended victim of a viblerime on campus.

“It’s the reason that police officers are able &org weapons,” Lovell said. “It’s the reason that
concealed-carry holders are able to carry weapoay @lace else outside of campus.”

The fact that college students aren’t allowed #aae privilege on the campus where they live is
treating the students like children, he said.

But that is the point, argued UWG Director of Pal8iafety Tom Mackel. College campuses are
unique environments because of the students, e sai

“The maturity level a lot of times bears a factdrg’ said. “You've got a lot of people in a very
small area. We have drinking issues, drug issueBhere’s a good bit of drinking that goes on
on this campus.”

A person with a gun can cause a lot more devastatia university or college campus than in
many other places, Mackel said. He also uses ttggn¥@ Tech shootings as one reason for his
views, but also the day-to-day fights that breakaucampus. Those fights could escalate to a
deadly encounter if someone involved were carrgiggin, he said. Just having a concealed
weapons permit doesn’t necessarily mean you hangien safely, he said.

“You're 21 years old; you can carry a gun,” he séithat doesn’t automatically mean that
because you're 21, you're mature enough to camwegapon.”

However, Lovell believes that students respongblaugh to follow gun laws in the first place
are going to be more responsible about their usd.athough, he doesn’t have statistics
showing that allowing concealed weapons lowers enates, he believes that it does. But there’s
a more important issue at stake, he said.

“I think it goes beyond just statistics,” Lovellida“l think it's a matter of individual liberty.”

Rep. Tim Bearden (R-Villa Rica) sponsored seveitl Bealing with guns this spring. House
Bill 89, which increased the number of places cafestweapons could be carried to include
restaurants that serve alcohol - as long as thieecés not drinking alcohol - parks, recreational
areas and historic sites, passed both houses arzeba sent to Gov. Sonny Perdue for his
signature or veto.

“Good for them,” Bearden said, when he heard ablmuprotest. “One of my main goals is to
make sure that anyone that’s over 21 in Georgiahasdyone through the background check can
carry wherever they want to.”

Bearden plans to continue to fight for this goaltngsar, but he’s not sure what form the



legislation will take.

“There are over 70 different areas in Georgia aglere gun laws are mentioned,” he said. “So
we’ve got a lot of different gun laws that need®looked at, see what's outdated, what needs
to be changed and what needs to stay the same.”

While the Board of Regents of the University Syst#nseorgia wouldn’t take a position on the
issue, spokesman John Milsaps said the organizstipports the current law, because it is the
law. It also supports the right of the studentprtatest in a peaceful, appropriate manner, he said.

“We certainly support the right of individuals tepgess their opinions, particularly on a college
campus,” he said.

At this time, the SCCC has about 25,000 membeismaitde. However, because Lovell is just
starting to organize the group on UWG’s campuriig knows of about six members who will
be participating in the protest.

“I do not have hard numbers on that yet,” Loveltlsd hope to be a little bit more active and
have more activities next semester.”

TIFTON— Several buildings where classes were bbgld on the Abraham Baldwin College
campus were evacuated temporarily Thursday moraiteg a call to the college’s housing office
indicated the possibility that a bomb had beentpldum Britt Hall.

According to Mike Chason, the college’s public imf@tion officer, the caller told the person in
the housing office who answered the call at 10:4% #hat he “had heard two students talking
about a pipe bomb in Britt Hall.”

“We don’t know who the caller was or whether or hetactually heard the conversation,”
Chason said. “We took it very seriously and resgoinery quickly.”

Chason said Britt Hall, as well as Conger, King &@rdy halls and the music building were
evacuated. Classes going on in other buildingsrat@ampus continued as usual.

Chason expressed the college’s appreciation tdiftan Police Dept, the Tift County Sheriff's
Office and the Tifton Fire Department for their ckiresponse to the campus after those agencies
received word of the possible bomb threat.

“We appreciate all of the agencies who cooperat€tidson said. “They responded very quickly
and Bryan Golden and the ABAC Police Dept. heagetha process and did a very thorough
search.”

When the search was completed and authorities @zeranced there wasn’t a bomb, classes in
the evacuated buildings were resumed with thossetabeginning at 12:30 p.m.

Chason said he sent a campus-wide e-mail and pwodgtethation about the bomb threat on the
campus’ Web site that explained that the collegkrkaeived a bomb threat and the actions that
were taken after it was received.

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Student group wants permitted guns at GSU
'Empty Holster Protest’ part of effort to allow égoncealed weapons on campus

Walking around Georgia Southern's casrthis week, students and faculty may notice a
few people wearing gun holsters on their hips.

Don’t be alarmed — they will be empty.

The GSU chapter of Students for Corex@arry on Campus, in conjunction with the
national SCCC organization, will hold an Empty HetsProtest Monday through Friday. Group
leaders say they want to encourage GSU and colbdbesger the nation to allow licensed
concealed carry permit holders to bring their gomt® campus.

Ben Banks, president of the GSU chapt&CCC, said their goal is to make the general
public aware of the group and to generate more@tipgr carrying concealed weapons in public
places, particularly colleges and universities.

“When you are actually educated abbethatter and look into the facts, it's the
complete opposite of the general public perceptiBanks said. “It's a nationwide protest
promoting the legalization to carry on campus.”

According to their national Web sit€;&C was formed, in part, as a response to the
Virginia Tech shootings. In less than a year, thegomal group has attracted more than 25,000
students, faculty, parents and concerned citizeatsout 90 percent of whom are students.

The GSU chapter currently has aboun2thbers, but Banks said more people ask him
about the group every day.

Banks said the group isn’t interestelst letting every student carry on campus. tt,fa
they are only seeking to allow people already Blegto acquire a permit from the state to carry a
weapon.

“Definitely. The guidelines are that,the state of Georgia, you have to be 21 and you
have to go through a background check in ordebtain that license,” Banks said. “We want to
comply with those rules.”

Bulloch County Probate Judge Lee Debacsaid there are approximately 2,000
concealed carry permits issued in Bulloch.

“We probably average about one conckedery permit request per day,” DeLoach said.
“There’s a consistent flow and it's a big part diav our staff does. It keeps us pretty busy.”

DeLoach outlined the rules in Georgiadarrying a concealed weapon. An individual
must be a resident in the county in which they ypphey must be at least 21 with no felony
convictions and no drug related convictions of kimgl. They must be of sound mental health,
pass a FBI/GBI background check and pay a $44 eqijui fee.



Ken Brown is the chief of UniversitylRe at GSU. Even though he’s a life member of
the NRA and a staunch supporter of the second amemidand the right to bear arms, he feels
that campus is no place for weapons.

“I think an educational environmentidn’t believe is a place to carry guns,” Brown
said. “Any reasonable person would understandttiese are some places where — | don’t think
— it's appropriate to carry a firearm. | wouldndrey a gun into church, a sporting event or a
nightclub.”

Jim Alderdan is the sheriff of Larim@ounty, home to Colorado State University — a
university that allows concealed weapons. He isaifribe few public voices in support of
carrying concealed on campus.

“My point is that whenever you makeeatlusionary zone, where you say that law-
abiding citizens cannot carry concealed weaponsygareated a place where criminals can act
with impunity because there is no mechanism toreefthe mechanism,” Alderdan said.

Alderdan said most campus policiegead of preventing criminal action, simply take
away the avenue for personal self-defense.

“A sign at the edge of campus or agyothat says ‘No criminals allowed on campus’
doesn’t keep criminals off campus,” said Alderd&uo, all you've done is put the law-abiding
people, who would otherwise be able to defend tiedéras, at a disadvantage.”

Colorado State University and all theges universities in Utah allow concealed carry on
campus. So far, there have been no violent incedeytoncealed carry permit holders as a result
of the policies.

Brown said the emotionally charged emwinent like a college campus is not the best
place for weapons, particularly guns.

“A university is filled up with youngepple between 18 and 22 years old. In that
environment, a lot of time emotions run high,” Brogaid. “There’s boyfriend/girlfriend spats,
there is alcohol involved and | don’t want anytheggalating beyond words — something that we
can’t turn back from.”

Alderdan said he hears this argumérhbaltime about drunken college kids getting their
hands on a gun.

“But you have to be 21 to get a conegaleapons permit. That excludes the majority of
college kids,” Alderdan said. “It's a small percage of the population that's even eligible to
gualify to get a concealed weapons permit.”

According to SCCC, only about one peta# the population is licensed in states where
concealed carry is permitted.

Getting a permit to carry a concealeapon is entirely different than actually facing an
extreme situation where there may be a need fatlgéarce, according to Brown.

“It is exceptionally hard to look atrsebody while you have your finger on the trigger,”
Brown said. “I know people say ‘I'll get my gun add this that or the other.” But, from



experience, it is very emotional and you have taersome very hard judgments. As well as
police officers are trained, they still have a hmk.”

Banks said statistics show countiesstates that allow citizens to carry concealed
weapon see a reduction in homicides and otherni@iéme. According to Alderdan, after
Colorado passed a concealed carry law, based saahewlhis own county policy, it has not
seen an increase in violent crime

“In my nine years of history issuinghcealed carry permits, our (county’s) homicide
rates have dropped and our violent crime rates Hemgped,” Alderdan said. “The emotional
thing where the streets would run with blood andweelld have all these shootouts — that hasn’t
occurred.”

“Concealed carry on campus by studemtd,by faculty really, makes for a safer
campus,” Banks said.

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Someone got a rich haul of tools from a Universit§seorgia construction site over the
weekend, UGA police reported.

The tool-taker cut through a fence surroundingditeon to the Tate Student Center now under
construction near the intersection of Baxter andtisumpkin streets. Once inside, the thief or
thieves broke a lock to get into a storage roomdl, S&A Police Lt. Lisa Boone.

The break-in happened sometime between noon Faiddy a.m. Monday, she said.

Two laser levels valued at $2,500 each, a paiaafikheld hammer drills valued at $2,000 each
and a smaller hammer drill estimated at $1,000 wadeen, workers told police.

Also stolen were eight hand-held radios and nipe taeasures.
But the thieves did not overlook smaller, less lgasiols such as a 12-foot level valued at $12,
according to UGA investigators, who compiled a taydist of tools reported taken from the

construction site.

The victims are 10 individual workers as well as tionstruction and engineering companies
working on the student center addition, Boone said.

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Underage alcohol sales up slightly

According to the state, sales of alcohol to undeagyers are increasing, but industry groups
say they are working hard to prevent illegal sdle€arroll County, the sheriff’s office has
began a series of stings to see who is followirglalw.

On April 8, the sheriff's office along with ageritem the Department of Revenue’s Alcohol and
Tobacco Division visited nine convenience storethencounty. According to Capt. Shane
Taylor, four of the stores -- Bowdon Chevron, L@suntry Store, Roopville Grocery and
Crossroads -- sold alcohol to a person under 21.

Taylor said some of the checks came as a resatimaplaints about stores while other stores
were just randomly visited. That series of chesksrie of several to come.

“More of these will be planned in the future,” Taykaid.

DOR spokesman Charles Willey said his office somesi conducts its own stings and
sometimes works with local law enforcement. Sinsedl year 2005, Willey said the
percentages of non-compliance with underage saves lhave grown from 18.4 percent to 21.2
percent to 29.2 percent. In this fiscal year, whaolds in June, the level is already at 27.6
percent.

“They made 3,350 attempts to buy and 924 citatweie issued,” he said. “So, it's not a good
picture.”

Carroll County data is a bit more optimistic. ladal year 2007, Willey said the DOR attempted
to make 35 attempts at underage alcohol purchbsesnly six were made, putting the county at
17.1 percent non-compliance. In this fiscal yeail]a/said that percentage is up slightly to 17.2
percent.

“Carroll County, while | wouldn’t say good, is le$gn what the state was doing during those
periods,” he said.

On the University of West Georgia campus, offideaise handed out more citations for underage
alcohol consumption over the past three years00#4240 citations were handed out. That
number went up to 136 in 2005 and 166 in 2006. Genolice Chief Tom Mackel said the

large increase between 2004 and 2005 was becausa@dsed enforcement.

“We reactivated our bike patrol,” he said.

For restaurateurs, the biggest obstacle to prevgotiderage sales is false IDs, said Ron Wolf,
the CEO of the Georgia Restaurant Association.

“It's easy in the sense that we check IDs andstiages and presumes that the ID presented is a
legal ID,” he said. “The greatest challenge we fiadbde counterfeit or bogus identification out
there.”

Wolf said not carding all restaurant or bar patrisns “careless habit to fall into,” and pointed
out that employees have the right to request anéohe of identification or refuse the sale if
things don’t seem right.



Jim Tudor, president Georgia Association of Congroe Stores, said clerks can even take a
license they believe is false and report it to gl

“We are allowed, but we're not required to, hold tlitense and turn it over to law enforcement,”
he said.
Another tool in stopping underage alcohol saldsaising.

“Training is the key. Training is not having someaign a sheet of paper saying they won’t
break the law,” Tudor said. “Training is explainitqgsomeone what the law is, how to ask for
ID, what are acceptable forms of ID, how to refasale and what to do if product is stolen.”

If a certain area is investigated by DOR or loeaharities and found to have high rates of non-
compliance, Tudor said the Georgia Association @f@nience Stores will work with members
on additional training.

“Any time an underage sale is made, we’'ve screwed bere’s no excuse for making an
underage sale, period,” he said.

When a business is cited for selling alcohol teespn under 21, several things can happen.
Taylor said that regarding the Carroll County aitas, the sheriff’s office will be prosecuting

the clerks in State Court who allegedly made thess®OR can go after the actual business and
their license. Willey said the punishment doled toud business depends on how many
violations they've had in the past and the sevarittheir current violation.

“It's an escalating form of punishment. Dependimgtioe severity of first offense, it could
invoke a much higher punishment,” he said.

"If they're students and they're caught, | thindyth be expelled,” said Jackson, who also keeps
horses and other livestock on his property. "Ikhimat's the proper punishment.”

It was the second zebra incident this month in onatfanta. On April 8, a young zebra was
found injured and wandering along I-75 in Butts 6yu The animal was sent to Auburn
University, where it is recovering from its injusie

Officials believe the zebra fell out of a truck. Noe has come forward to claim the animal, so
when he is rehabilitated, he will become a permaresident of Noah's Ark rescue and
rehabilitation center in Locust Grove, director b@aSmith said Wednesday.

Curtis Jackson, who lives across the street fraNéwton County campus, said Thursday he
planned to press theft and trespassing chargessaghose who kidnapped his zebra, walked it a
mile down the road and locked it on the third flodampus security discovered the animal
unharmed at 7 a.m. Wednesday and animal contrddes®returned it home.

"What they did was fool-hardy and dangerous," daickson, 63, who has two zebras, a parrot,
two dogs and a donkey on his 53-acres. "I canievelthey led him that far and didn't get hurt.
It's not like taking a goat over there."

Jackson said the 800-pound zebra in question —gedfB-old named Barcode— was doing fine
Thursday and was not hurt in the incident.

Jackson has no doubt one of those involved isdestuvho sent an anonymous e-mail to The
Atlanta Journal-Constitution detailing the criméele-mail —written by a person using the
handle "John Emory" and provided to Jackson andddifficials— contained details only
those involved would know, including how wire-cutevere used to cut Jackson's fence, he
said.

"The story matches perfectly,” Jackson said Thyréadween interviews with local TV stations.

Late Thursday, Oxford College police had receiNedd-mail and their investigation was
continuing, said Beverly Clark, a spokeswoman fafo@d's parent school, Emory University.

Oxford Dean Stephen Bowen said the zebra capepara®f a long-standing tradition of
students placing farm animals in Seney Hall. Tisetime —sometime in the 1960s— it was a
cow. On Wednesday, Bowen said those responsiblaphp would not be punished. But in a
letter to students he wrote: "If those responsaloeidentified they will be at risk of criminal
prosecution, and the college will take disciplinacgion.”

The e-mail's author —who refused to pony up a narsei-it was all a joke.

"The prank had no intentions other than to raisertain spirit in the Oxford College
community,” the purported zebra-snatcher wrote ef€twas no malice whatsoever. It may have
been one of the greatest pranks ever pulled dffstory of American academia.”

To an extent, Bowen seemed to agree, callingauta prank” in his letter to students.

"I am sure this one will go down in the annals af@d as the apex of animal elevation in Seney
Hall,” the dean wrote. "Those responsible were yblat the animal was not injured and that
damage was minimal. No one should count on beiaglticky in the future. | hope it will be at
least another 50 years before the next such peaattempted.”
