Most accused Broadway brawlers in Army

At least seven of the eight men accused of brawling on Broadway Halloween night, some of 
whom allegedly attacked police officers, are soldiers. 

The seven soldiers and an eighth man whose occupation is listed as "U.S. Army" made bond 
Saturday on charges of affray and obstruction of an officer. 

Conflicting stories from the men prevented officers from indentifying who started the fight, 
though police have said officers were called around 3 a.m. Saturday to the front of City Market, 
1031 Broadway. 

Columbus State University, Military and city police responded to the brawl that started as a 
verbal argument inside Scruffy Murphy's, a pub at 1037 Broadway. Once outside, CSU Police 
Cpl. Brett Stanelle states he tried to stop Marcus Decio Mencotti, 23, who resisted and said he 
wasn't doing anything. Mencotti stepped away from the other men and pushed Stanelle into the 
wall, the report states. 

MPs then grabbed Mencotti from behind, and Timothy A. Piddington, 26, grabbed Stanelle by 
his shirt collar and pulled. Stanelle tried to get free, telling Piddington to release him. Piddington 
didn't stop, and MPs grabbed him, ultimately taking him into custody, reports state. 

Around the same time, John A. Edwards, 21, hit Columbus Police Officers M. O'Keefe and MP 
Sgt. Beaumont with his fist, Columbus police reports state, while officers were trying to separate 
the men. 

Colin A. Corrigan, 23, whose occupation is the U.S. Army, kept swinging at police after an 
officer tried to pull him off the others. He was hit with a Tazer and taken to The Medical Center 
before going to the Muscogee County Jail.

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Julibant GSU students march to Capitol

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Atlantans took to the streets Tuesday night and early Wednesday to celebrate history. 

At Georgia State University, about 400 students formed an impromptu processional from their 
dorm to the state Capitol as Sen. John McCain conceded the election to president-elect Sen. 
Barack Obama. 

For some, it was a protest; “We wanted to show them that even though they voted for McCain, 
Obama won,” said GSU freshman Danyel McBride. 

For most, it was a celebration. Police dispersed the march without major incident, maintaining a 
largely hands-off approach in dealing with the festive throngs that assembled downtown. 

“They just kept telling us to stay out of the street,” GSU freshman Ashley Heard said. 

At the corner of Piedmont and Ralph McGill avenues, students stood outside the GSU dorm and 
cheered. 

“It’s no longer, ‘Yes we can.’ It’s yes we did,” McBride said. 

An unorganized convoy of cars circled the downtown streets into the early morning hours, 
blasting their horns in near-unison. Standing in the shadow of the Henry Grady statue on 
Marietta Street, Joel Brady, 39, barely contained his excitement. 

“I’m in a state of shock,” said Brady as he waved an Obama sign. 

“We did it,” said a passing motorist. 

Brady’s friend, Jeannette Sterling, 40, summed up the scene: “History is prevailed,” said the 
Atlanta resident. “I’m still floored.” 
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Three charged in campus thefts 
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University of Georgia investigators have taken out warrants on a Jefferson woman and filed 
juvenile complaints against two boys who allegedly drove around looking to steal belongings 
from unlocked vehicles on university property, UGA police said. 

Police broke the case Oct. 26 after answering a car alarm in the parking deck behind Russell Hall 
and finding Yvonne Alaine Massey, 27, and two boys, 14 and 15, nearby, police said. 

The trio set off the alarm by entering the car, though nothing was stolen, police said. They also 
entered a second car that morning at Brandon Oaks - UGA-owned student apartments off East 
Campus Road - and stole a DVD player and two bags with a total value of $240, police said. 
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Investigators took out arrest warrants Monday charging Massey with two counts of entering auto, 
police said, and complaints accusing the boys of the same crimes were filed in juvenile court. 

UGA police Lt. Eric Dellinger did not know if Massey is related to the teens, one from 
Nicholson and the other from Athens. Dellinger said investigators think Massey drove the boys 
around looking for unlocked vehicles. 
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City, FVSU police differ on account of campus celebration

The late election night celebration on the Fort Valley State University campus may have gone a 
little too far as exuberant students displayed their excitement about President-elect Barack 
Obama’s historic achievement. But just how far it went depends on whom you ask. 

The Fort Valley Police Department issued a news release Wednesday that reported people 
throwing bottles and setting fires in the university’s quad area and cited reports of random shots 
being fired. The police department’s account stated that several arrests were made. 

The incidents cited supposedly took place after an election watch party that was staged in the 
Lottie Lyons Student Center. 

However, Fort Valley State campus police said much of what was reported to have occurred was 
an exaggeration. 

“It was a heightened time and everybody was excited about the election results,” FVSU Police 
Chief Brenda Jones said. 

Three female students and three male students were given citations for disorderly conduct, Jones 
said Wednesday. The female students had engaged in a fight while the male students had 
disobeyed officer’s orders, she said.  

As for reports of fires being set, Jones reported that students said they witnessed a student setting 
some pine straw on fire with either a cigarette or a cigarette lighter. Another student witnessing 
the action used a T-shirt to try to put out the blaze but the shirt caught on fire as well. 

A campus police officer went to nearby dormitory Moore Hall, got a fire extinguisher and put 
out the small fire, the chief said. 

Responding to reports of shots being fired, Jones said students had firecrackers on campus, but 
maintained that no gunfire took place on campus. 

“There were shots all through the city, but there was none on campus,” Jones said. 
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The Fort Valley Police Department’s incident report describes a somewhat different series of 
events. 

The city police report states that the trouble began about 11:40 p.m., at which time Fort Valley 
police officers encountered a large crowd of students in the courtyard and assisted campus police 
officers with dispersing the crowd.  

In their report, officers said they observed students burning items in the courtyard area of Jeanes 
Hall. Also, the officers reported that students were becoming loud and throwing rocks and bottles 
at police vehicles.  

Officers from nearby law enforcement agencies, including the Houston County Sheriff’s Office, 
the Peach County Sheriff’s Office and the Byron and Warner Robins police departments, were 
called in to assist.  

In his report, Fort Valley officer Rohn Barnhill said he saw an unknown male leave a building 
and fire about three shots in the air.  

Barnhill also noted in his report that three officers fought a male to the ground. He advised the 
resisting male that he would be tasered. After three warnings, Barnhill said, he used a taser on his 
lower left back and side area. 

Officer Jason Seaman said his patrol car was struck multiple time times by objects thrown by 
students. He said two males were arrested for unknown reasons and placed in the back of his 
patrol car and transported to campus police.  

Officer Parrish Strickland said he aided another officer who was wrestling with three females, 
who were also turned over to campus police.  

Maj. Joseph Saxon of the Fort Valley Police Department said the cases then belonged to the 
campus police and he was not going to argue with their report. 

However, “We stand 100 percent behind our officers’ reports,” Saxon said.  

Peach County Sheriff Terry Deese, who arrived at the scene sometime before midnight, said he 
had received a call that a riot was taking place on campus. When he arrived, however, he said 
nothing was going on at that time. He said he saw the burned item of clothing on the sidewalk 
where it had obviously been extinguished.  

“I walked through the crowd and didn’t see anything to be afraid of,” Deese said. 

Jones, who didn’t arrive on the scene until about 12:45 a.m., said she relied on reports from 
students and officers to determine the events of Tuesday night. She said she was made aware that 
fights had broken out and vulgarities were shouted at the officers. 

But she said no one was taken to jail and the incident definitely was not a riot. 

“If there was a riot, much more than that would’ve happened,” she said.

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Felony, misdemeanor pot arrests at CSU

An armed robbery call to CSU student apartments led university police to find not the robber, but 
marijuana, officials said. 

Officers went to the Courtyard I apartments early Monday in response to an armed man believed 
to have walked into an unlocked apartment, said Greg Muraski with Columbus State University's 
public relations department. The suspect wasn't there, though police found a small amount of 
marijuana in the apartment. 

That led to the discovery of even more of the drug in Phillip Miller's car. The 22-year-old 
Jacksonville, Fla., man was visiting the apartment, Muraski said. Money and drug paraphernalia 
were also found. 

Miller was charged with felony possession of marijuana with intent to distribute. Two students 
— Shannon Elliott, 19, and Katelyn Rose, 22, of Courtyard I North — were charged with 
misdemeanor possession of marijuana, Muraski said. 

The armed robbery suspect is still being sought. He's described as a black man with a dark 
complexion, standing about 5-foot-10 to 6-feet and weighing 190 pounds. He was wearing black 
pants with a black jacket.

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Chief James Younger tendered his resignation to City Manager Alfred Lott on Nov. 5. It is 
effective Jan. 1, when he will end his nearly three-year tenure with the department.  

According to a severance agreement provided to The Herald by the city of Albany in response to 
the newspaper’s Open Records Law request, both Younger and the city government have agreed 
not to “make disparaging remarks” about each other in what was described as an amicable 
separation. Additionally, the city agrees to pay the chief roughly half of his $79,893.82 annual 
salary.  

City of Albany human resources officials say that Younger also has 29 days of vacation time left, 
which according to a memorandum of understanding between the city and the chief can be used 
or paid out to him in addition to the severance amount.  

Lott has said that he will begin the hiring process to replace the chief and that if that process goes 
beyond Jan. 1, he’s prepared to name an interim chief to take the helm.  

A letter in Younger’s personnel file from Lott says that he intends to meet with the department’s 
three deputy chiefs — the ones most likely to take over in the interim — within the next three 
weeks to discuss the issue and the direction of the department.  

The three chiefs, longtime APD officer Wilma Griffin, and out-of-state transfers Steven Haynes 
and Spencer Rozier, all come with extensive resumes, according to their personnel files. 
According to Georgia Peace Officer Standards and Training Council Spokesperson Ryan Powell, 
Rozier hasn’t finished training to become a certified peace officer in Georgia.  

“Even if they have had long careers as officers in other states, when they come to work in 
Georgia, they have to go through the academy and take the same training as other police 
officers,” Powell said. “Mr. Rozier has started that process, but is not currently POST certified.”  

Officials with the human resources office said Wednesday that they were drafting local and 
national advertisements for the chief’s position, which could be circulated before the end of the 
year.  

Younger left his job in Arlington, Va., to take the chief’s spot in Albany. Since he made his 
decision to step down public last week, whispers of a possible local replacement began 
circulating.  

Albany State University Chief of Police Roberson Brown has been mentioned by officers in the 
community, as has Maj. Derrell Smith, the commander of the multiagency Albany-Dougherty 
Drug Unit who is a former APD officer. Smith has indicated, however, that he does not plan to 
pursue the police chief position.  
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Lott said in an interview after Younger submitted his resignation that he plans to solicit resumes 
from both local and out-of-state applicants.

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ALBANY — ASU’s top cop says he’s flattered about all the attention he’s been getting as a 
possible replacement for outgoing Albany Police Chief James Younger, confirming rumors that 
he is interested in the job.  

Chief Roberson Brown said Thursday that he would be thrilled to have the opportunity to serve 
the people of Albany and Dougherty County if given the chance and that he believes he brings a 
lot to the table.  

“I feel I have the skills and ability to give the city what it needs. I know the community well, I’ve 
been here several years, I’m well known throughout the law enforcement community from the 
CIA, FBI and GBI on down to local officers and agencies, and I think I’ve done some inroads 
and broken down some walls and created some bridges among our local agencies,” Brown said.  

Younger is stepping down Jan. 1 after three years with the department. He tendered his 
resignation to City Manager Alfred Lott on Nov. 5.  

Since then, Lott has said that he will begin the hiring process, which likely include a local, state 
and national search for qualified candidates to fill the position. If that search isn’t completed by 
Jan. 1, Lott said he will name an interim — likely one of the department’s three deputy chiefs — 
to serve until a permanent replacement is chosen.  

Brown said Thursday that he’s received hundreds of calls and e-mails from people urging him to 
apply for the job.  

“I’ve received literally hundreds of calls from pastors and business leaders and community 
members at large encouraging me to apply and that in itself is rewarding,” he said. “I’m very, 
very thankful for the support of the community and I do intend to apply for the position. I do 
intend to be a very viable candidate for the position.”  

With 29 years in law enforcement, Brown served 24 of those with the Miami Police Department, 
where he served in nearly every major division of the department, he said.  

“I promise the citizens of Dougherty County, specifically Albany, that, if given the opportunity, I 
will definitely have a plan of action in place to turn things around to build on what Chief 
Younger has done. I do believe he’s done a great job so far, but there is always room for 
improvement,” he said.

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Four Tech students were caught on Oct. 23 for vandalizing one of the Buzz statues next to Bobby 
Dodd Stadium. The Georgia Tech Police Department responded to the scene and apprehended 
the students, who were seen walking toward the North Avenue Apartments, away from the 
broken Buzz statue. 
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The statue that was vandalized sits on Techwood Drive next to the stadium, directly across the 
street from Brittain dining hall. One of the students was seen by the police with a broken piece of 
the statue in his hand. 

The students were all found to be intoxicated. According to the police report, they also admitted 
to having no reason or purpose for breaking the statue. 

The students were not arrested at the scene, but they are currently being investigated by the 
Office of Student Integrity. 

According to the police, it is up to the officer’s own discretion whether or not they want to arrest 
students and press charges. “If no charges are filed by the [responding officer, the case] is over 
on our end,” said Patrick Wypasek, deputy chief of police. 

The police did, however, want to stress that while the students in this case were not arrested, this 
does not mean that people can get away with vandalism of the statues or of any Tech property 
without criminal repercussions. 

“They got kind of lucky. I almost picked [up] the case myself. Charges could have been made,” 
said Police Captain Ronald Weaver. 

According to the police, charges that could have been filed included criminal trespass or even 
second-degree property damage if the statue was valued at over $500. 

The police gave some insight as to why criminal charges were not filed for the incident. They 
explained that at the time of the incident, it was unclear who actually owned the Buzz statues, 
whether it was the Alumni Association or the Institute itself. So, it was unclear who was the 
victim of the crime. 

Additionally, the value of the statues was not immediately clear. Sponsors paid between $800 
and $1,600 for the statues, and they are expected to be auctioned off in the near future. 

This incident was the only report of anyone, not just students, vandalizing the Buzz statues that 
were placed across campus earlier this semester to celebrate the Alumni Association’s 100th 
anniversary. Many of the statues were initially vandalized just days after being set up, with the 
antennae and accessories being broken off the sculptures. 

Information about this incident, such as the identities of the four students, was limited since the 
case has now been transferred over to the Office of Student Integrity, and they are currently in 
the process of investigating the incident. 

“These students, like any other students, have to go through the Code of Conduct process,” said 
Ericka McGarity, assistant dean of Students and Director of Student Integrity. 

The investigation process for a violation of Tech’s Code of Conduct begins with an initial 
investigation, including interviews with the accused students. 

The Student Conduct Administrator will then determine if the incident is to be considered a Low 
Level or High Level case. 
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In Low Level cases, the Student Conduct Administrator will determine whether or not to make 
sanctions against the guilty party. 

In the case of a High Level incident, the accused has the option to have their case heard by the 
Student Conduct Panel, which is composed of his or her peers. If this is the case, the Student 
Government Association handles this process through their judicial branch. 

Disciplinary sanctions range from a written warning placed on the student’s official disciplinary 
record to a full suspension or expulsion from Tech.

Bomb threat taken seriously

Georgia Southern University Police received a threatening letter indicating a bomb threat at the 
Russell Student Union on Thursday, November 13.  

Calls were immediately made to the Statesboro Police Department, Georgia Bureau of 
Investigation, Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Chatham County Sheriff's Office K-9 unit, 
according to the statement from University Police. 

Police dogs were seen sweeping the building, room by room, according to witnesses. The search 
turned up no credible threat on Thursday afternoon. No efforts were made to evacuate the Union. 

"This is a very serious situation," said Dean of Students Georj Lewis. "If this was a joke, it's the 
worst kind of joke that anyone could play."  

The threat, however, seems to have been made for Saturday's Open House activities, most of 
which take place in the Russell Union, according to a Union staff member. This statement 
appears to be confirmed by the presence of another police dog sweep on Saturday morning 
between 6 and 6:30 a.m., according to staff reporter Chris Buchanan. The event began at 8 a.m. 

The Open House was one of the largest in GSU history. Police presence was elevated at the 
event, according to witnesses. 

Paul Floeckher, senior information specialist of the Office of Marketing and Communications, 
could not confirm the exact information of the threat, in order to protect the integrity of the 
investigation.  

"University Police is doing everything they can to keep students safe during this investigation," 
siad Floeckher.  

University Police declined to comment.  

Earlier this semester, a similar threat was found on a letter in the Information Technology 
building. "There are no indications of a relationship to the letter found in the I.T. building at this 
time," said Floeckher. 

Further information will be made available as the investigation continues.  
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College security tighter, but is it enough? 

Students push for stricter measures, including concealed-weapons permits 
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When shots echoed across Georgia's Albany State University last month, students started running 
and police cars rushed onto the campus with sirens wailing. Several students lay wounded on the 
ground, and a gunman was using a hostage for cover.  

Still under fire, campus police rescued wounded fellow officers as Albany and county police 
moved in to help. The gunman tried to escape and, after several minutes of chaos, members of 
the Albany police SWAT team found him dead and pulled the wounded students to safety.  

Authorities said every law enforcement and emergency organization in Dougherty County 
responded, along with two hospitals and the county health department.  

It was all a test.  

Security ramped up on campuses 
It has come to this: In the aftermath of highly publicized deadly shootings on college campuses, 
students have another ritual to add to the fire drills, safety lectures and harassment workshops 
that have characterized student life for decades. Now they have shooting drills.  

Roberson Brown Jr., chief of the university police, said the number of shootings and 
emergencies on campuses made it necessary for law enforcement to hold such drills.  

“Hopefully, it doesn’t occur, but we want the bad guys to know if they come, we are ready for 
them, whatever may occur,” said Brown, who gave his officers a "C" on the drill.  

Nine months after five students were shot to death in a siege at Northern Illinois University and a 
year and a half after 32 others were killed by a deranged gunman at Virginia Tech University, 
college officials are ramping up police forces, installing brighter lights, building observation 
towers and attending security summits.  

But students and faculty at schools large and small say the new attention to security isn’t easing 
their anxiety, and some are trying to take matters into their own hands. On dozens of campuses, 
student-led campaigns are under way to approve the carrying of concealed weapons.  

Crime low, but homicides rising 
Lori Berquam, dean of students at the University of Wisconsin in Madison, acknowledged that 
for all the efforts to bolster security, “there is more fear, a heightened level of awareness.”  

Federal crime statistics offer little justification for that fear. Violent crime, in fact, remains so 
low on college campuses that they are among the safest places in the nation.  
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A Justice Department study found 62 violent crimes per 100,000 college students in 2004, 
compared with 462 per 100,000 Americans overall. That was the last year of a decade-long 
survey of campus crime by the Justice Department, but data reported under the federal Crime 
Awareness and Campus Security Act of 1990, also known as the Jeanne Clery Act, indicate that 
violent crime on campuses has not increased appreciably since then.  

But saturation news coverage of the mass shootings at Northern Illinois and Virginia Tech have 
put a spotlight on homicides on campuses, which jumped in 2006 and 2007.  

From 2000 to 2005, colleges and universities reported an average of four student homicides a 
year on campus to the FBI. In 2006, that number doubled to eight. Last year, it rose another 50 
percent to 12, not counting the 32 killed at Virginia Tech.  

That trend has continued so far this year: At least 13 college students have been slain on their 
campuses or after having been accosted on campus.  

Such crimes are what instill a sense of fear among students.  

“I actually live on campus and look out my window and see two places where assaults with a 
deadly weapon have happened,” said Mark D’Apolito, a student at the University of Toledo in 
Ohio.  

At the University of Memphis in Tennessee, Zebonique Petties, a senior, said it made no 
difference that authorities put up watch towers, surveillance cameras and police call boxes on 
campus after Taylor Bradford, a well-known football player, died after being shot in his car late 
last year.  

The measures have done nothing to calm her fears, Petties said, adding: “The security to me is 
lame, basically.”  

The push for guns on campus 
In April, on the anniversary of the Virginia Tech massacre, more than 500 university presidents, 
counselors, law enforcement officials and student leaders gathered at the University of Central 
Oklahoma in Edmond. They were there to learn how to keep students safe.  

“Will my son, will my daughter, be safe at your school?” asked Roger Webb, president of the 
University of Central Oklahoma and former director of the Oklahoma Department of Public 
Safety. “This is why we can’t allow complacency to set in.”  

To hear some students tell it, complacency has already set in. They don’t trust college leaders  
and want the right to protect themselves.  

“Firearms, put in the right hands, can be used for the good of society,” said Blake Graham, a 
junior criminal justice major at Ball State University. He and other students on the campus in 
Muncie, Ind., formed a chapter of Students for Concealed Carry on Campus, a national 
organization that lobbies state legislatures to allow students with legal permits to carry concealed 
weapons onto campus.  

At least 11 colleges and universities already allow students to carry concealed weapons, a 
practice that is banned by law in 30 states. But since being founded after the Virginia Tech 
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slayings, Students for Concealed Carry has put the issue squarely in the spotlight, starting  
chapters at about 500 colleges and universities, it says. This week, the organization is organizing 
a nationwide lobbying effort targeting state legislatures and news organizations.  

Paul Chandler, an associate professor of natural resources who is advising the Ball State chapter, 
said armed students could end a critical situation long before police could arrive at the scene.  

“Whenever a university or school advertises itself as a gun-free zone, they’re basically saying, 
‘Spree killers welcome,’ because they know everybody’s unarmed,” Chandler said. “Some 
people say, ‘Wouldn’t there be a shootout in the classroom?’ Well, a shootout in the classroom 
would probably be better than a massacre in the classroom.”  

Concealed carry gathers steam 
A similar campaign is under way at Liberty University, a private religious college in Lynchburg, 
Va., founded by the Rev. Jerry Falwell. Jerry Falwell Jr., son of the late evangelist and 
chancellor of the university, refused to reject the idea outright, referring the proposal to the board 
of trustees, which will consider it in March.  

“I want to make sure that we look at it long and hard before we make a decision,” Falwell said.  

At the University of Nebraska-Omaha, Michelle Levine, a senior, endorsed the idea, saying, “If 
you need your own gun for your own personal safety when you’re sleeping or when you’re off-
guard, that’s fine.”  

In April, students at Texas A&M University-Corpus Christi and on other colleges wore empty 
holsters to protest the campuses’ status as gun-free zones.  

“We’re basically saying that we want the right of all people that are over the age of 21 that 
already have a concealed handgun license to be allowed to carry in class so that tragedies like 
Virginia Tech might be averted in the future,” said Cody Smiley, a student who helped organize 
the action.  

The idea has reached the legislatures of at least 13 states, according to the National Conference 
of State Legislatures. In the Louisiana House, for example, a measure to allow holders of 
concealed-carry permits to take their weapons onto college campuses died in June — but only 
after it won approval from the Judiciary Committee.  

The drive frightens some educators and law enforcement authorities.  

“It’s going to be very difficult in responding to an incident with an active shooter and try to 
decipher who are the good guys and who are the bad guys,” said Alan Gutierrez, chief of the 
campus police at Texas A&M-Corpus Christi. “It’s already very challenging for law enforcement 
to respond to a situation like that.”  

Arthur Romano, a nonviolence educator who founded the international organization Youth for 
Peace, said the focus should be on preventing violence because guns aren’t a deterrent.  

Pointing to the statistics showing that college campuses were safer than society at large, Romano 
said, “The chances of experiencing violence is 93 percent more likely off campus than on.”  
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Deputy says frat incident 'hazing' 

Members found in suspicious circumstances, but UGA doubts it's a violation 
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Authorities early Tuesday stumbled across a handful of University of Georgia fraternity brothers 
engaged in what an Oconee County Sheriff's Office deputy called "a fraternity hazing." 

The sheriff's office didn't file charges against the five Sigma Beta Rho fraternity members, and 
the group denied that its actions - which authorities said involved a large blue tub, several gallon 
jugs filled with water and two extremely wet frat brothers - constituted hazing. 

The university's Greek Life office is aware of the event, but doesn't think Sigma Beta Rho 
members violated any rules of student conduct, a Greek Life spokesman said Wednesday. 

An Oconee County sheriff's deputy detained the fraternity members, all age 19 or 20, shortly 
after midnight Tuesday after he noticed their cars parked near the end of a dead-end road just 
inside the Athens Perimeter, the sheriff's office said. 

Two of the members, who met the deputy at the site off Frontage Road in Northern Oconee 
County, said they were doing an experiment for an astronomy class, according to the deputy's 
report. 

After noticing the tub, water jugs and some wet clothing, the deputy also found out that three 
other men had fled the area on foot as he arrived, so he returned to his patrol car and coaxed 
them out of the woods using the car's loudspeaker, the sheriff's office said. 

Two of the men who emerged were extremely wet, and one was partially wet, according to the 
report. Because the weather was so cold, the deputy called emergency medical personnel to 
check out the young men for hypothermia and medical complications, the sheriff's office said. 

"After speaking with the subjects, it was determined they were all participating in a fraternity 
hazing," the deputy wrote in his report. 

But Oconee County authorities misunderstood the situation, according to the fraternity. 

"It was just a fraternity event that got misconstrued by the police," said Dilesh Patel, a 
spokesman for the fraternity and one of the five members detained early Tuesday. 
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Sigma Beta Rho, a South Asian fraternity that established its UGA chapter in 2004, is a "non-
hazing" organization, and none of the members who participated in the event Tuesday was in 
danger, Patel said Wednesday. 

He refused to say what he and his brothers were doing that night, however, explaining that 
"being in a fraternity, we do like to keep our secrets." 

Fraternity members don't know if they will be disciplined because of the event, but have been 
told they're in "good standing" with the university, Patel said. 

State law makes it a misdemeanor for "any person to haze any student in connection with or as a 
condition or precondition of gaining acceptance, membership, office, or other status in a school 
organization." 

Hazing also is against University of Georgia policy. University officials have cracked down on 
the rituals in recent years, especially after the death in 2000 of a UGA student during a hazing 
event in Oconee County. 

The Oconee County Sheriff's Office didn't file any charges against the Sigma Beta Rho brothers 
involved in Tuesday morning's event. 

Instead, they gave information to UGA police, who then forwarded it to the university's Greek 
Life office, said UGA police Chief Jimmy Williamson. 

If the fraternity brothers broke a law, charges would have to come from Oconee County 
authorities, Williamson said. 

Greek Life officials are working with Sigma Beta Rho to make sure its "new-member program" 
is safe, said Lamar Bryant, a Greek Life adviser handling the matter. 

"There's no initial indication that any student code has been broken," Bryant said.

Pedestrian hit by car in Mercer crosswalk

A woman was hit by a car shortly after 6 p.m. Thursday night while crossing College Street at 
the entrance to Mercer University. 

Angela Polk was leaving a reception at Mercer’s Lee house for newly crowned Cherry Blossom 
royalty when she was hit by a Buick Le Sabre as she was walking through the crosswalk from 
Ash Street. 
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Polk, whose daughter Kacy was a finalist in Saturday’s Cherry Blossom pageant, was taken to 
The Medical Center of Central Georgia with injuries to her side and shoulder. 

The driver of the car, Gladys Giddens, who lives near the campus, will be charged with failure to 
yield to a pedestrian, said Mercer Campus Police Chief Gary Collins. 

Giddens said the light turned green and she did not see Polk in the crosswalk. 
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Over the last month, the campus has seen a surge in the number of stolen bicycles. As of 
Wednesday, 11 incidents of bicycle theft have been reported to the police in the first three weeks 
of November, compared to the same amount being reported in the entire month of October. 

According to the GTPD, there is typically a trend in theft reports seen after a school break, like 
last month’s Fall Break. 

Bicycle thefts have typically occurred near residence halls. However, more and more incidents 
have begun occurring near the center of campus. 

“Incidents have occurred during the early afternoon, or in times when there is heavy traffic on 
campus, when [the criminals] can easily blend in,” said Ian Mayberry, crime prevention officer. 

According to the police, two different students witnessed a man breaking into a vehicle near the 
Student Center in the middle of the day last week. 

Vigilant students have been praised by the police as being helpful in combating campus crimes. 
“In one incident, a female student noticed a suspicious male riding a bike, and was able to take a 
photograph with her cell phone and call the police,” Mayberry said. 

The next morning, based on the photograph taken by the student, the police were able to 
apprehend the culprit, who admitted to stealing bikes on campus. 

This homeless man was released from jail in two days, according to police. A few days later, 
however, thanks to student tips, the same individual was caught again stealing more bikes, and 
was arrested for the second time. 

In response to this escalation in thefts, the police have taken a number of steps to remind students 
about proper bike security. Emails have been sent to residence hall directors to remind their 
students to take the necessary precautions to secure their valuables, including their bikes. 

The police also posted signs on the many bike racks around campus to remind students to lock 
their bikes correctly and with the proper locks.

“Use U-Locks [and] not chain locks. It’s incredibly easy to cut a chain lock. All of the bikes 
stolen or recovered were either not locked up to begin with or used the easily-cut chain locks,” 
Mayberry said. 

He stressed the importance of securing personal and valuable items, especially over longer 
breaks away from school. 

“Secure all valuables, remove valuable items from your vehicles and take valuable items home 
with you. Also take...bikes home and don’t leave them here if you don’t ride it,” Mayberry said. 
“A lot of fraternities don’t have security systems, so be sure to secure the houses. Many 
sororities have better security systems, but a lot of the houses do not.” 

There is a system that is run by the GTPD that allows students to register their valuable items 
like their bike or laptop computer. “The system is online on the police website, 
police.gatech.edu, and under ‘Crime Prevention’,” Mayberry said.

Savannah State University is on lockdown after a student was wounded in a shooting at 
University Commons, an on-campus residence hall. 

Two people were taken to a local hospital after shots were fired between 11 a.m. and noon 
Friday, according to university spokeswoman Loretta Heyward. 

Heyward said SWAT was called because officials believe the shooter was still in an apartment in 
the residence hall. 

There were unconfirmed reports that the injured student was shot outside a classroom, according 
to MyFOXAtlanta. 

The campus was locked down immediately following the shooting. Cars were allowed to leave 
the school around 2 p.m. but weren't allowed to travel back onto the campus. 

"We have locked our doors and are keeping our students inside," said Tara Cox, a marine 
biologist at the Georgia school. 

Campus and local police, including a S.W.A.T team, are at the university, along with 
investigators from the Georgia Bureau of Investigation. 
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Savannah State University, a historically black college, was founded in 1890 and has a student 
population of about 3,200.

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Law enforcement officials have apprehended a suspect in the Friday, November 21 shooting that 
occurred at Savannah State University.  At approximately 11:45 a.m. Friday, the Savannah State 
University campus police department received calls about a shooting at University Commons 
(formerly Indigo Pointe apartments) residential complex. The campus was placed on lockdown 
and other law enforcement agencies - Georgia Bureau of Investigation, Savannah-Chatham 
Metropolitan Police Dept. and others - were called in for the investigation, which is ongoing. 

A Savannah State student was taken to a local hospital where he underwent emergency surgery 
for two gunshot wounds.  

A weapon believed to be have been used in the shooting has been recovered. No information is 
available at the present about the victim's condition. 

Friday afternoon/evening and Saturday classes have been canceled.

Student shot in Savannah 

Suspect surrenders to police 
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SAVANNAH - A 19-year-old man faces aggravated assault and possibly other charges in the 
shooting of a fellow student Friday on the campus of Savannah State University, police said. 

Devon McIntosh surrendered after a police dog found him hiding in the trunk of his car on 
campus about five hours after the late-morning shooting, police said. 

"He actually put his hands up," said campus police Chief Thomas Trawick. "I'm assuming he 
was there just to conceal himself until he had the cover of darkness to make his escape." 
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McIntosh and the wounded student knew each other, authorities say. 

"It was not a random shooting," Trawick said at a news conference. "This was individuals who 
knew each other, and there was an altercation." 

The victim, whose name was not released, had surgery for wounds to the arm and abdomen, 
Trawick said. 

"It sounds like he's going to make it," he said. 

After the 11:45 a.m. shooting, a SWAT team surrounded an apartment building in University 
Commons where McIntosh lived. Authorities had evacuated the building and officers had 
recovered the handgun used, Trawick said. 

McIntosh and the shot student were not roommates, but both lived on campus, said Claud Flythe, 
the historically black university's vice president of administration. 

Four students who witnessed the shooting identified McIntosh within 15 minutes, Flythe said. 
Authorities found information about McIntosh's car and a tip led them to it a short distance from 
the shooting, Trawick said. 

Dr. Tara Cox, a university marine biologist, said students and faculty were alerted through an 
automated messaging system. 

"We just locked the doors and kept the students that were in the building in the building," she 
said.

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Shooting rocks SSU campus  
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A Savannah State University student is recovering in an area hospital after he was shot twice 
Friday afternoon by another student during a fight. 

With the help of witnesses, the alleged shooter, SSU sophomore Devon McIntosh, 19, was found 
by a Savannah-Chatham police dog in the trunk of his own vehicle, which was parked close to 
University Commons. 

The gun allegedly used in the shooting was located before McIntosh was apprehended, said 
Thomas Trawick, SSU campus police chief. 

Late Friday, McIntosh was being held in the Chatham County jail. 

The identity of the victim has not yet been released. Law enforcement officials also have not 
revealed where the victim is receiving medical treatment. 

'Not a random shooting' 

The Savannah State University Department of Public Safety received a call at 11:42 a.m. Friday 
about a shooting at the University Commons campus residential facility. 

When officers arrived, they found an SSU sophomore with two gunshot wounds - one to the 
abdomen and one to an arm, Trawick said. 

"It was not a random shooting," Trawick said. "These were individuals who knew each other, 
and there was an altercation." 

Because of the shooting, the entire campus was placed on lockdown from noon to about 5 p.m. 
All classes Friday and today were canceled. 

University Commons is an apartment complex owned by the university. The apartments are 
surrounded by fortress-like fencing. 

Trawick declined to reveal details of the altercation between the two students. 

The victim underwent emergency surgery Friday afternoon. By Friday night, the student was out 
of surgery and in recovery. 

"It sounds like he's going to make it," Trawick said. 

Trawick refused to confirm whether either of the two students lived at University Commons. 

Campus-wide alert 

Students were alerted to the shooting at about noon through the university's emergency text and 
e-mail system, and they were told the entire campus would be on lockdown. Students were not 
allowed to enter or leave the campus until McIntosh was located, university spokeswoman 
Loretta Heyward said.

Several vehicles filled with students trying to leave the university campus were halted by campus 
security officers at the school's entrance off LaRoche Avenue. At about 2 p.m., at least 10 
vehicles were waved on, which Trawick said was accidental. 

Shortly after the shooting and less than a block from University Commons, the laughter of 
children echoed across LaRoche Avenue from Bible Baptist School. 

Trawick said agents from the GBI, Savannah-Chatham police, Thunderbolt Police Department 
and Thunderbolt Fire Department were called in to help immediately after shots rang out. 

Spokeswoman Judy Pal said metro police called SSU campus law enforcement at 12:59 p.m., 
offering the use of the city's SWAT team. By about 2:30 p.m., a metro police SWAT team truck 
and a command center bus were seen entering the campus. 

As a steady stream of metro police and GBI vehicles whizzed onto the campus from LaRoche 
Avenue, SSU freshman Ve'Ron Hall and a friend munched on tortilla chips they bought from a 
nearby convenience store while they waited for a ride. 

"It's a surprise," Hall said of the shooting. "Everyone on campus is really nice, and nothing ever 
really happens." 

Campus settles down 

After McIntosh was arrested at about 4:45 p.m., the campus - with an enrollment of 3,450 
students - slowly returned to normal. 

SSU junior Kristen Simonton and a friend braved the blustery winds to go back to her University 
Commons apartment, which is near the unit where the shooting occurred. 

"I don't know much about what happened, but it is scary," Simonton said. "I'm glad to know they 
have someone in custody." 

As GBI agents and campus police spent Friday night scouring a University Commons apartment 
for clues, Trawick and Heyward, flanked by university administrators, said they were proud of 
the way the campus responded. 

Four student witnesses identified McIntosh within 15 minutes of the shooting, said Claud Flythe, 
SSU's vice president of administration. 

SSU neighbors irked over communication breakdown  

The top administrator of Bible Baptist School says his students and staff were never alerted by 
Savannah State University that there had been a shooting on the neighboring college campus. 

SSU sent the first voicemail alert to student and faculty telephones at 12:18 p.m., but Bible 
Baptist's Steve Kyle said he learned what was happening from a local reporter after 1 p.m. The 
school has 400 kindergarten through 12th-grade students and 140 infants in day care. 

When Kyle called SSU's campus police, he said, he was provided little information. 
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"I was told, 'Our campus is on lockdown, and whether you want to be on lockdown is really your 
business,'" Kyle said. 

Nor would campus police provide a description of the shooting suspect, he said. 

"They said they don't know who did it, and they didn't have a description. Nothing," he said. 

Kyle put his campus on lockdown, which remained in place while parents picked up their 
children. School staff were positioned at each gate, and parents had to go to the classroom to 
pick up their children. 

He plans to contact the university to make sure Bible Baptist is included in any lockdown alerts, 
he said. Procedure at his school requires staff to immediately contact Savannah-Chatham police 
and surrounding schools of a lockdown, he said. 

The shooting happened at University Commons, an apartment complex on LaRoche Avenue near 
the university. The complex is directly across the street from Elite Coastal Properties. Employees 
there didn't realize there was a shooting until people began gathering in the parking lot. 

"Nobody thought it was important enough for us to know," co-owner Sharon Miller said. "They 
didn't alert us." 

Miller would have wanted to know not just for safety reasons, but also because she has a 
panoramic view of the apartment buildings from a picture window her desk faces. She would 
have remained on the lookout had she known, she said. 

Office manager Melissa Gray also was bothered that they were not notified. 

Would she like to be alerted next time? 

"That would be lovely," she said. 

"Before we get shot," Miller added.

SSU shooting victim listed in good condition 
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A Savannah State University sophomore who was shot Friday morning during a fight with 
another student was listed in good condition Sunday at an area hospital, school officials said.  

University spokeswoman Loretta Heyward also said that as of Sunday morning, the student, who 
was shot in the abdomen and arm, was progressing well.  

On Friday, Savannah State University Public Safety Police Chief Thomas Trawick said he would 
not disclose the student’s identity and the hospital where the wounded student was taken to avoid 
any potential retaliation for the arrest of his alleged assailant.  

Another sophomore, Devon McIntosh, 19, was arrested Friday afternoon as a suspect in the 
shooting.  

A campuswide manhunt and tips from student witnesses led a Savannah-Chatham police dog to 
the trunk of McIntosh’s car, where he was hiding.

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Student shot at Savannah State in good condition 

Classes resume Monday

Savannah — School officials say a Savannah State University sophomore shot during a fight 
with another student remains in good condition at a hospital. But officials declined to release his 
name. 

University spokeswoman Loretta Heyward said Sunday the student who was shot in the 
abdomen and arm was doing well. 

Another Savannah State sophomore, 19-year-old Devon McIntosh, faces aggravated assault and 
possibly other charges in the shooting. He’s being held in Chatham County jail. It was not 
immediately known if he has an attorney. 

The shooting happened Friday morning at University Commons, a campus residential complex 
south of Tiger Arena. 

All classes Friday and Saturday were canceled but will resume Monday. 
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Team producing video at UGA to prepare schools for campus threats 
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University of Georgia police rushed into the Grady College building Sunday in search of a 
gunman. 

Fortunately, the officers were part of a team working to help produce a public safety video that 
will instruct students, faculty and staff on how to respond in the event of a campus shooter. 

The 15-minute video, which will be completed in February, depicts students and faculty in 
various scenarios - in classrooms, face-to-face with a gunman and barricaded inside buildings. 

"What we're trying to do visually is just show them the different options that they have," said 
Steve Harris, head of UGA's Office of Security and Emergency Preparedness. 

UGA officials plan to post the video on the university's Web site, show it at general presentations 
and freshman orientations, and eventually distribute it to state middle and high schools, Harris 
said. 
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The video, produced with a $20,000 University System of Georgia grant, also will be distributed 
to four other state schools - North Georgia College and State University, Georgia Tech, 
Gainesville State College and Clayton State College, he said. 

Student actors, local paramedics, UGA and Athens-Clarke police, and a university video 
production group have worked together during the past six weeks in various locations, including 
at the other state schools, said Steve Bell, UGA's director of broadcast, video and photography. 

Scriptwriters and videographers gathered information from several police chiefs throughout the 
state to find out what information should be included in the video, Bell said. 

"With all the post-Virginia Tech information that was out and the studies that were done on that 
as well as Columbine, there was a lot of information out there as to what they needed to look 
for," he said. "Each situation is going to be different. You can't come up with a scenario that's 
going to fit everything, so you try to come up with as much broad information as possible." 

There have been only 13 incidents of campus shooters since 1966, according to Harris, so the 
producers of the video also wanted to make sure the instructions could fit any emergency 
scenario, such as gas leaks, chemical spills, tornadoes and fires - all of which UGA students, 
faculty and staff have experienced. 

"We wanted to prepare the university using an all hazards approach," Harris said. "We want 
them to think about what they would do in any emergency situation."

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UGA Video to Show How to React to Gunman on Campus 
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ATHENS, Ga. (AP) -- University of Georgia security officials are filming a video to train 
students on what to do if a gunman is loose on campus. 

Steve Harris, head of UGA's Office of Security and Emergency Preparedness, says the 15-minute 
video featuring UGA students and faculty will eventually be distributed to schools and colleges 
across Georgia. 

Production is expected to be complete in February. 

The video demonstrates to students, faculty and staff how to react in different scenarios, 
including barricaded in a classroom and face-to-face with a gunman. 

Harris says the video will be posted on the UGA Web site and used during freshman orientation 
and other student gatherings. It was produced with a $20,000 grant from the state.

A Savannah State sophomore who was shot during a fight on campus last week was listed in 
good condition Tuesday at Memorial University Medical Center, said spokesman Michael 
Notrica. 

On Friday morning, Quinton Winfield, 19, was shot in the arm and abdomen. SSU campus 
police say he was shot during a fight with fellow university sophomore Devon McIntosh, 19. 

Winfield was taken to Candler Hospital and then transferred to Memorial for treatment. 

On Friday afternoon, McIntosh was found hiding in the trunk of his own car and arrested on a 
charge of aggravated assault. 

He was denied bail and remained at the Chatham County jail awaiting a Dec. 4 preliminary 
hearing. 

The search for McIntosh after the shooting shut down the Savannah State campus for about five 
hours. 
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
