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Student leaders are developing a plan to combapgawiolence after a rare joint meeting of
administrators, faculty, staff and students on @agsafternoon. The Kilgore Hall meeting,
which was called by Interim Vice President of Stidgervices Herman “Skip” Mason, brought
Campus Police, Gloster Hall, Student Servicesathketics department and other school
officials together with leaders of the Student Goawneent Association, campus fraternities, and
other chartered organizations.
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“Fighting,” Dean Mason said, “degrades the cultditeer, and fabric of why you’re here [at
Morehouse] in the first place.”

Less than a week earlier, Mason shut down all aurtdotivities in response to fighting at Hump
Wednesday and other campus events. The ban remaipate as of press time Tuesday
evening, but Dean Mason indicated that he mayhdtban depending on student leaders’ ability
to formulate a plan to address campus violence.

SGA President Chad Mance led those efforts durumgs@ay’s meeting.

“This is not the place for you,” Mance said to snt$ who would consider “laying a hand on
their brother.”

Mance moderated discussion as attendees offeradetyvof solutions to the problem of campus
violence. Those present also discussed varyingitgsabout why the violence occurs in the first
place.

Some students raised the issue of Morehouse'stititacs” nature, saying that students quickly
divide and compete based on organizational, fratean dorm allegiances following New
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Student Orientation. Such students suggested asaised emphasis on campus brotherhood as a
solution.

Others said that the problem of campus violenagirated with which students Morehouse
admissions allows into the school, and that theegfadmissions standards should be raised.

Different departments also offered various soligiddampus police, represented by Chief
Vernon Worthy and other officers, emphasized thedrfer advisors to be present and vigilant at
campus events.

Eventually, student leaders were asked to comipdalifferent theories and suggestions into a
workable, written plan to address student-on-studetence.

Although the plan was still being formulated ap#ss time, President Mance said that student
leaders had agreed on the proposal’s broad points.

First, in an effort to increase greater cooperasiomong fraternities, the plan would suggest the
separation of the existing Greek Council from tihesilent’s Council, placing it under Raphael
Moffett, and strengthening its presence and engageon campus.

Another plan, Mance said, is to hold a BrotherhDag for Hump Wednesday. The event,
originally developed by student Ethan Brisby, womdblve all campus organizations—from the
SGA and CASA to campus fraternities—coming togethex public show of unity.

The SGA also hopes to hold a town hall meetingh@nsubject of campus violence in the
coming weeks.

ATLANTA (MyFOX ATLANTA) - The idea of how to reacivhen faced with a life-threatening
emergency is something most people don't likeittkthbout. A new University of Georgia
video will soon be released in hopes of teachirlpge students how to stay safe in the face of
danger.

On April 16, 2007, a gunman went on a rampage @giMa Tech killing 32 people. Just last
year on February 14, a former graduate studenvehBirn Illinois University walked into a
lecture hall and opened fire, wounding 24 andrgjlsix.

Authorities in Georgia readily admit a similar teaty good happen in this state on any campus.

"Most people when they think about crime want iokhsomeplace else, somebody else. It's not
going to happen here, it's not going to happen,hsaéd Chief Jimmy Williamson on the
University of Georgia police.

To prepare students and faculty for the worsttheversity of Georgia and the Board of
Regents will soon distribute a 10 minute videolt@%a state colleges and universities.

"l guess that's what we are trying to do with thdeo, is to make more students and faculty
leaders [prepared] by giving them more options ey use in an emergency,” EMA Director
Steve Hatrris.

The main problem, according to UGA Emergency Manag@ Director Steve Harris, is that
even though lives may depend on it most peoplé tlunk about what they would do until it's
too late.

"Sad thing is, you only think about it after youah@bout it from another school in the paper,"”
said student Suley Ndiaye.

"I'm actually not sure what my first reaction woude," said staff member Crystal Lee.

"l guess I'd use my phone to try and dial 911,d sdiudent UGA Trent Savage.

When confronted by an emergency, authorities saplpausually do one of two things. People
either freeze and wait for instructions from soneelse or they become a leader who takes
action and takes charge.

It's the reaction of knowing what to do and actyabing it that university authorities say can

save someone's life and potentially the lives ogéharound them whether in the classroom,
office building or grocery store.



"React, do something, just don't stand there, wératls run, barricade or if you're in that
imminent situation where danger is upon you, figdtk," said Harris.

"It's just little things that we take for grantédat if we'd take a look at and pre-plan, we'dgiut
of ourselves in a better situation," said Williamso

Chief Williamson said since the shooting rampagéiaginia Tech, more people are paying
attention to campus safety. Williamson said mamemig arrive on campus and ask questions
about emergency response and SWAT teams. Withdipeadti the short film, Williamson said he
hoped students would start paying attention totgafe well.

"College campuses have never been more than agogmoof society, so if it's occurring in
some town, there's a chance it's going to occuhaincampus,” said Chief Williamson.

In the next few weeks, the campus safety videmgloith other learning materials, will be
distributed to all 35 state colleges and univeesitit will be up to each institution to decide
when, and to whom it will be shown.
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Former Savannah State University sophomore Devoregaicintosh was indicted Wednesday
on an aggravated-assault charge in the Novembetisaf another student on campus.

The Chatham County grand jury charged Mcintoshwith shooting Quinton Winfield, 22,
with a handgun on Nov. 21.

Winfield, also an SSU sophomore, was shot in tldoaten and arm during a quarrel at
University Commons, a campus residential complex.

The shooting resulted in a campus shutdown.

Mclintosh was arrested that afternoon after a Sala@hatham police dog found him in the
trunk of his Lexus ES300 parked on the SSU campus.

During a jailhouse interview with the Savannah MoegiNews, Mcintosh contended he was
acting in self-defense after he was pummeled byitten.

"l just tried to fight back but he was twice myesizhe said.
He remains in custody at the Chatham County jail.

Police said they are not why they're seeing a tes@ke in robberies on and around the campus.
"l don't know why. It could be something with theoeomy," said Bebe.

Campus police said they have increased foot, e¢yobtorcycle and squad car patrols around
the campus. Students are advised to keep tracknailealerts and to remain vigilant.

College students vow to 'Take Back the Night'

Clayton State University senior Jenny Lewis stopped a group of 30 marchers in front of an apartment building in the
Clayton Place apartment complex, and pointed to a second-story window.

Lewis, one of the organizers of the Take Back the Night march, told her fellow marchers that inside the window was
the room she stayed in during her freshman year at Clayton State. That bedroom was where the guy she was seeing
that year tried to force her into letting him be her "first."

As she pointed, Lewis said the window represented, in her mind, what happened that night.

"Right up there is my story," Lewis said. "That's where it happened. That's why it's so important to me that we do this.
If it can happen to me, it can happen to anyone."

This is Sexual Assault Awareness Week at Clayton State. In addition to the Take Back the Night march and
candlelight vigil, the school also held a presentation Tuesday entitled "Sexual Assault and the History of Seduction: A
Community Conversation."

During the Take Back the Night march, which was organized by the Psi Chi National Honor Society for psychology
students, marchers walked from the Lawson Amphitheater to the university's student housing facility, Lake Hall, and
on to the Clayton Place apartment complex, where several students at the university live.

As they walked, the marchers chanted slogans like "Students unite, take back the night!" and "Strong students, proud
students, together tonight, no more fright, together we fight!"

Once the marchers got to Clayton Place, they stopped and read sexual assault statistics through a bullhorn so
residents in the complex could hear what was being said. The statistics came from brochures from the Jonesboro-
based Southern Crescent Sexual Assault Center.

The center assists people from Clayton, Fayette, and Henry counties, and works with as many as 300 people a year,
said Keri Williams, a victims services coordinator for the center. Among the statistics were figures, such as 1-in-6
men, and 1-in-4 women will be the victim of a sexual assault.

"Sixty-six percent of sexual assault victims know their attacker," Williams said. "It's not the stranger in the dark."

Clayton State Police Chief Bobby Hamil said his department has not been called to respond to any domestic violence
or sexual assault cases in at least a year. "If they [cases of sexual assault] have been happening, they haven't been
reported,” Hamil said. Only 1-in-10 rapes are reported, according to the statistics from the Southern Crescent Sexual
Assault Center.

Psi Chi President Megan Stone said one of the problems is that victims tend to be afraid of the stigma of being a
sexual assault victim.

"We wanted to spread awareness around campus, and to let students know they have a voice," Stone said. "The
statistics are national stats, but they can't be totally accurate because those are only the reported cases."

Hamil said he has been meeting with students once a month since February, and added students have asked his
department for a self-defense class. Hamil plans to offer the class before the school year ends next month.

According to the national Take Back the Night web site, "[rlape, sexual assault, sexual abuse and domestic violence
are often labeled 'crimes of silence' because of low reporting rates and social discomfort with their public discussion.

Some victims never tell anyone because they are afraid of being labeled a sexual assault victim."

Officials from the organization wrote on its web site that there are two different stories about the origins of the Take



Back the Night movement. In one instance, the organization's roots may lie in late 19th-Century London, when
women protested "the fear and violence" they faced on the streets at night, according to the web site.

The other story listed on site, says the roots may lie in the belief that the first rally was held at the International
Tribune on Crimes Against Women in 1976, in Belgium. The first U.S. rally took place in 1978, in San Francisco,
when women protested pornography and shared stories about how it affected their lives, according to the Take Back
the Night web site.

The Take Back the Night web site lists several resources available to victims of sexual and domestic abuse, including

the National Sexual Assault Hotline (1-800-656-4673), and the National Domestic Violence Hotline (1-800-799-7233).

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“Arrive Alive,” is a popular term adopted by manguing schools and programs generally in
relation to drinking and driving and other bad hsloin the road, but “Arrive Alive” is something
to remember while driving during bad weather.

Chief of University Police, Ken Brown, explains tlspeed is the number one area of concern
when driving in inclement weather.

“Speed is your main adversary. Slow down. Concénta your driving” he said.
Also, remembering to wear a seatbelt at all timbemin a vehicle is an area of concern.

According to The Governor’s office of Highway Safetover 10,000 lives are saved every year
by safety belts in the United States.”

In addition to these very important rules of a mgeeeral nature, Chief Brown suggests being
prepared at all times, in the event of bad wedthppens suddenly.



Brown describes a simple kit that can be assentblexhyone to their own particular needs
including, blankets, a poncho, or a first aid Kif.these, Brown points to three essentials: a
flashlight, fix-a-flat, and jumper cables.

In the event of a thunderstorm, Brown insists dsw&hould “wait it out.”

“If it's a thunderstorm in South Georgia, it's uiyaoing to pass relatively quickly, so if it gets
too bad, just pull over, turn your emergency flastan, and just wait it out. 30 minutes is not
worth your life,” he said.

In the unlikely event drivers are on the road dyi@ntornado, they should immediately find an
overpass and exit the vehicle into a ditch or lguad area, according to Brown.

“The best thing to do is, don’t be on the road sitaation where a tornado is present, but if you
are, and sometimes you can'’t help it, it is versdha outrun a Tornado, and you don’t know,
and sometimes can’t see where a tornado is heatliegaid.

In the event of flash flooding, drivers are encgechto stay away from any water coming across
the street. This is an indication, according toviarpthat the road may be impassable he
said.

As a main point Brown stresses to readers, if tieeveater coming across the street don’t try
crossing it.

“You may think you can cross it,” he said, “butlea® as a lot of cars are, it doesn’t take much
water to float them, and although you think yourwan't float, it will float,” he said.

If a vehicle gets swept up in a current it will atgally begin to sink which could end up fatal for
the driver.

Lastly, when roadways are wet at all, the dangdrydfoplaning is a concern.

Hydroplaning happens when tires lose traction Withpavement, and when brakes are applied,
generally lock up, and the driver looses contrahefvehicle. According to Brown, a majority of
people don’t understand hydroplaning can happeim any amount of water present, even a
small amount.

“If you do lose control of your car,” he said, “dbpanic. If you don’t have Automatic Brake
System (ABS), pump your brakes, and slow down galglMWhen you have slowed enough,
gradually, then get back on the road in a safe m@hsaid Brown.

In all situations involving a vehicle, drivers ofegy age should always remember to pay
attention, and slow down.

By keeping in mind these few safety tips, this seaand all-year round, you too can “Arrive
Alive,” when behind the wheel.

Due teadache, he decided to rest on one of the
couches outside the University Rooms before thatestarted.

Around 10 p.m., he was woken up by Officer Belbaapus police officer working the night
shift, who told him that he had to leave campus.

“He had a bad attitude, and the first thing he taklwas that | needed to leave campus and he
had to escort me out,” said Nematbakhsh.

Nematbakhsh then handed Bell his student ID inra@erove that he was a student.

“Since he was giving me an attitude for no reasdmought he thought | was homeless,” said
Nematbakhsh.

After presenting his ID, Nematbakhsh was still tiiidt he would have to leave. He was then
escorted out of the Student Center through the otrance. Nematbakhsh said that he went
with him “in order to not cause a scene.” His namas then reported to the Public Safety
Department.

After being escorted out, Nematbakhsh reportedhbavalked around to the entrance next to the
Leaning Man in an attempt to explain the situatmhis friends, who were dependant on him for
a ride home. Bell saw him and alerted other offcga radio and once again escorted him away
from the Student Center. Nematbakhsh then askeée®@ell’s supervisor.

Officer Ferree, Bell's supervisor, then arrivedtba scene with another officer. Once Bell
explained the situation to the other two officétsiree told Nematbakhsh that he was caught
sleeping and had to leave campus.

“I told him that [Bell] was abusing his power, Q&erree] just told me that this was the policy,”
said Nematbakhsh.



He was then given five minutes to return to thed8ti Center and tell his friends what
happened.

The next day, he filed a complaint with Lieuten@imh Murphy of the First Operations Division,
Kathy Alday, director of Student Life and Chief T€dchran, Director of Public Safety. His
brother also reported the incident to the Presidéifice.

“I felt that Lieutenant Murphy and Chief Cochranrevéoth professionals who helped me out
and understood the situation,” said Nematbakhslo, stéted that Murphy apologized to him and
asked if there was any way the Public Safety Depant could make it up to him.

Both Alday and Cochran reported that the incidenfpril 1 was preceded by a mixture of
students, non-students and homeless people foaagisg in the Student Center at different
time periods earlier in the semester. One growgiwadents was involved in possible sexual
activity, and some were found to be there as Iate-2 a.m. Alday stated that there were no
policies against sleeping in the Student Centdr;the fact that it is open for 24 hours
complicates things.”

Cochran also reported that he initially believeak thiue to the previous incidents, if a student
was caught sleeping in the Student Center, theg teebe asked to leave campus.

“What we were attempting to do was to solve a pwbWith homeless people and students in
the center putting themselves in a situation whieeg can be taken advantage of. What we did
not do was a good job of hammering out the detad Cochran.

Due to the incident on April 1, a new rule has beeforced concerning sleeping in the Student
Center. If students are sleeping before midnigigy twill not be asked to leave, but if they are
sleeping after midnight, they will be asked to keédfor their own safety,” according to Cochran.

“Even though this is a public university supportsdpublic taxes, we cannot compromise the
safety of our students. We need to be as reasonabtjous as possible. We are also in the
process of working out establishing set hoursHer$tudent Center. Our goal is to have
something in place by fall semester,” said Alday.

Nematbakhsh stated that he plans to follow up witdwyer to make sure that something like
this does not happen again. As a senator of SGAldweplans to bring up the issue and discuss
students’ rights.

Police hot on trail of federal grants

Nearly every law enforcement agency in Northeastr@a is hoping to snag a piece of $1
billion in federal grants that will pay new officefor three years.

Some agencies plan to use U.S. Justice Departroenbmic stimulus grants to fill positions
that have fallen prey to budget cuts. Others segtants as a way to expand their ranks without
having to ask for more local funding.

Athens-Clarke Police Chief Jack Lumpkin said hedeeleto apply for $3.5 million to add 27
officers to his 200-person department to deal witrowing number of burglaries and other
property crimes. Officers, especially detectives,@erworked and response times are often too
slow, he said.

"We think it would make a significant differencesafety, in preventing crime, in fear of crime,”
Lumpkin said.

The program will pay three years' salary and bé&nésr officers hired to fill approved positions.
When the grants expire, local governments are reduo pay the officers' salaries for at least
one more year.

About 8,000 agencies in the Southeast appliedtfl@aat one position to be funded through the
program.

Local law enforcement officials scrambled to subgnént applications by the deadline at
midnight Tuesday.

Lumpkin appeared at an Athens-Clarke Commissiorkwession late Tuesday night to ask
commissioners to commit to spending $1.7 milliotoical tax revenue over six years to train the
new officers and pay their fourth-year salarieseyrinanimously agreed.

"I don't think I've ever had one person ask mepns less on police protection,” Commissioner
Kathy Hoard said.

In Barrow County, Sheriff Jud Smith asked commissrgs Tuesday night to sign off on his
request for 20 new deputies. Barrow commissiorgcsthey were uncomfortable with the
prospect of coming up with 20 new salaries at tite@ the grant's three-year, $2.5 million
payout but voted to support Smith's proposal.

"We need more people,” Smith told commissioneis juist trying to get it on a free dime for
three years instead of coming to y'all next yegray for more positions."”



Commissioner Larry Wilburn told Smith he would soppthe grant on the condition that the
sheriff's office put off hiring 10 of the deputiestil commissioners had a better idea about
whether tax revenue would rebound in the next thezes.

If the Justice Department funds his request, Spidhs to the use the money to hire seven
jailers, seven road deputies, four courthouse ggaleputies and two investigators, but he
expects to receive only part of the funding heleddor, if any.

He asked for more than he needed, hoping thaast pert of his grant would be honored, Smith
told commissioners Tuesday.

"I'm just crossing my fingers that we get sometHimg said.

Barrow and Athens-Clarke counties submitted bytHarlargest grant requests, but most area
agencies asked for some funding.

The University of Georgia Police Department hasddbr funding for 15 officers, which would
open up seven frozen positions and add eight offimecover UGA's future medical campus.

Most smaller agencies have asked for funding tdréiken positions or to hire one or two extra
officers.

Pendergrass Police Chief Rob Russell has applreabimut $130,000, but he's not optimistic.

"The criteria for the grant don't favor us,” Ruseld. "They are putting a lot more emphasis on
crime statistics, and how much crime you've hadneg. So it's not geared to help the quieter
places like Pendergrass. | think we'll probablyabthe bottom of the list.”

Police investigate string of ongoing armed robberie S

The Georgia Southern University Police Department is urging students to stay safe in
the midst of a string of armed robberies in vicinity of the campus over the past month.

The Statesboro Police Department is currently investigating seven armed robberies that
have all occurred within one mile of the GSU campus. In all of the cases, the assailants
have been either one or two unidentified black males. In six of the cases, a gun was
used and only in one was personal violent contact used.

According to a report filed by APO Mary Bowen of the Statesboro Police Department, at
around 1 a.m. on Monday, April 6, a Domino’s Pizza employee was delivering a pizza to
a Cambridge at Southern apartment when two unidentified black males approached
him.

They demanded that the man give them money, and the victim refused according to a
report from University Police. In this incident, the two men forcibly took $20.

In an April 14 incident report filed by Officer Nicholas Davis of the Statesboro PD, two
black males approached a victim at the Pointe at Southern asking the victim for change
for a $20 bill when one of the men drew a gun on the victim.

A short time later, Statesboro P.D. took Bobby Charles Cooper, Jr. of Statesboro and
Titus Glen Robinson of Albany, Ga. into custody. According to the report, the victim then
positively identified the two men as the assailants. A person in the booking department
at the Bulloch County Sheriff’'s Office said that the charges against Cooper and
Robinson were dropped the next day and that they were both released.

In addition to the robberies at Cambridge and the Pointe at Southern, three robberies
have been reported at University Pines, one at Eagles Landing Apartments and one on
Robin Hood Trail near Paulson Stadium. Collectively, at least $600 has been stolen in
the armed robberies since March 20.

Hall also stated that if the amount of non-violenies were averaged for all of Atlanta, Zone 5
would lead every year.

With such a high amount of theft on and near ther@a State campus, students fall victim to
theft on a daily basis.

Sgt. Kristal Perkins, head of the crime preventiait of the Georgia State University Police,
spoke about the crime rates on campus.

Theft as a whole makes up our highest rate of tefdPerkins stated. "We call it 'theft by
giveaway,' where people lay their purse down, avéetheir laptop out in plain view. Theft is so
extremely high on campus because of this."

In an attempt to inform students about the riskheft on campus, the Georgia State University
Police Department holds informational classes thhout the semester and sends e-mails daily
with crime summaries to interested students, payamd staff.

Zinkhan still at large; normal schedule set at UGA

Police still had few clues late Sunday about wherénd University of Georgia professor
George M. Zinkhan Ill, who they believe opened btrgside a small community theater near
downtown Athens on Saturday, killing his wife amgtmen.

Zinkhan, 57, hasn't returned to his North Campfis&fhis wife's downtown law office or their
Bogart home, where workmen Sunday replaced the glmare broke down.

He hasn't used his credit cards or cell phone.

"We've been checking that all day, and we havee'h shat he has (used his credit cards or cell
phone)," said Athens-Clarke police Capt. Clarenoterian.
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Still, police don't consider that lack of activitybe a sign that Zinkhan committed suicide in the
wake of the shooting.

"There could be some other avenues that he has.thlleecould have borrowed money from
someone. He knows that we can track those cellggydvioleman said.

Police have not found Zinkhan's cell phone sigHaleman said, likely a sign that the phone is
turned off.

The search for Zinkhan is a "50-state manhunt,'ekhaln said.
Meanwhile, actors, directors and supporters offthen & Gown Players troupe left flowers
Sunday outside the Athens Community Theater in nmgmavictims Marie Bruce, 47; Tom

Tanner, 40; and Ben Teague, 63.

Robert Adams, who lives across the street fromhttme Bruce and Zinkhan shared, doesn't
think his neighbor will return, but he'll rest eaxsivhen police catch Zinkhan.

While Bruce was friendly and talkative, Zinkhan wasre reserved, Adams said. He didn't
return neighbors' waves, but he also never showgdhastility.

He seemed to be an involved father to his 10-yé&hdaughter and 8-year-old son, Adams said.

Two weeks ago, the entire family worked in the fy@nd, installing a landscaping border and
planting springtime flowers, Adams said.

"They were laughing and talking," he said. "Thegraed really happy."

Police arrived at Adams' house Saturday afternalomost immediately after the shooting at the
small theater off Prince Avenue. Officers askedde his garage to watch Zinkhan's house
across the street.

By then, Zinkhan already had dropped off the cleitdat another neighbor's house and vanished.

"Those kids don't have a mother, and if the pdiiog their father, he'll spend the rest of his life
in prison,"” Adams said. "They are such sweet kids."

Zinkhan has family in Texas, though police hadnmeached those relatives by late Sunday.

Without much news on Zinkhan's whereabouts, Atliesslents urged police and university
officials not to discount that the wanted man ilalive and close by.

"l hope that the university will be on alert andhsaler the possibility - | don't think it's a
probability, but a possibility - that he isn't hied yet," said Susan Roell, whose 23-year-old son
attends UGA.

Roell was disturbed by a poem Zinkhan wrote abdand) the Appalachian Trail and speculated
that the marketing professor may be in the woods.



"This is very out of character to feel this unsaféthens," she said. "You hear of it happening
anywhere else, but not here."

Others asked police for more photos to help idg@ihkhan if they run across him.

Authorities posted photos of an SUV like the re@20eep Liberty that Zinkhan may be driving
(with Georgia tag number AIX 1376).

And late Saturday evening, Athens-Clarke policeaséd a second photo of Zinkhan, an image
of him looking much older and more haggard tharfitisé picture authorities released. In the
photo released about 10 p.m., Zinkhan's hair i, his beard bushier and his eyes wrinkled
with age.

"It just makes sense to me that if police are dmgeevery possible base, and he may be on the
run, he may have tried to alter his appearancée]"Jsmet Frick, a psychology professor at UGA.

She doesn't worry that Zinkhan will return to camps spring semester winds down next week,

"Patrol staff is very aware of the situation anficefrs will be very vigilant,” he said Sunday.

Their injuries were relatively minor, with no brakbones, and though the father still had
shrapnel in his foot, both were doing fine late &) King said.

After the shootings, Zinkhan, a respected markgtiodgessor, dropped his children off with a
next-door neighbor and vanished, police said.

“He seemed hurried,” Covington said, but not inaywhat raised suspicion.

When officers arrived, Covington’s wife went withetkids to the police station. There they v
picked up by their uncle, Bruce’s brother.

Covington lived next to Zinkhan and Bruce for eighars.

“He wasn’t a guy to start a conversation or to keee going,” Covington said. “She’s more
vivacious. She was the extrovert.”

Bruce built sets for the theater and did all thedwaork, Covington said, adding that Zinkhan
spent most summers out of town by himself.

Other neighbors were shocked to learn the usuetlyffy Zinkhan was a professor. They saic
didn’t look like the guy in the widely circulatedhpto.

“I thought he was a landscaper,” said Renee Gijllkdko lives two houses down.

Emily Foshee, who's lived in the area seven yesaisl the children were often by themselves
and used to drop by neighbors’ houses unannounced.

Gurley said he last saw Zinkhan in class Thurstigycaught the students by surprise when he
announced the final exam scheduled for next weekgeing to be optional for students who
were satisfied with their current grade.

Zinkhan was “nice but really weird, kind of off,”uBley said. “You could tell he was intelligent
but he seemed somewhat awkward around people.”

Gurley said there was nothing out of the ordindrgua Zinkhan Thursday.

Gurley said he knew of no students that Zinkhantored. “You heard mixed things but other
than he was an expert he really didnt have muehreputation among students.”

On the UGA campus, officials said there is a sidfit police presence and that classes will
continue as usual on Monday.

WASHINGTON -- Three people were killed on Saturday in a shooting incident in the southern US state of
Georgia, and a professor from the University of Georgia (UGA) was believed to be the prime suspect.

The shooting took place at an off-campus gathering in Athens, Georgia, where the UGA is located. But
authorities told local media that the campus is not on a lockdown because of the shooting.

Sonny Wilson, Athens-Clarke County coroner, confirmed three people were dead, but couldn't provide
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identities.

The UGA website issued an alert which identifies George Zinkhan, a professor from the university, as the
prime suspect of the shooting.

"George Zinkhan is a white male in his mid-50s with a goatee or beard. ... He was last seen wearing a
polo shirt, blue shorts, and a backpack. He was last thought to be in a red car in the area of Prince
Avenue," the alert said.

Zinkhan is a professor in the department of marketing and distribution at the Terry College of Business,
according to the university website.

The incident is being investigated by Athens-Clarke County police, with campus police assisting.

University of Georgia police patrolled the campusnday with semiautomatic weapons as part
of a stepped-up security effort in the wake of 8y's triple slaying at an Athens theater, chief
Jimmy Williams said.

Williamson said campus police are using two-offifmat patrols, with one of the two officers
carrying an AR-15 semiautomatic rifle.

“I have no reason to believe they’ll need it budoesn’thurt to have that presence,” Williams
said.

Williamson said police believe the suspect, UGA keting professor George Zinkhan lIll, has
left the Athens area.

“Based on what we know we feel like he’s no lonigeal,” he said. “Based on what we're
seeing and the conclusions that are being madgjsvdon’t think he’s close by. They've
already told you where they think he may be goirtgink that's a very safe assumption from
the material that's been found.”

UGA President Michael Adams, appearing with Willeon at a morning press conference, said
“This is clearly the kind of occurrence we don’pext in a location like this.

“Our primary focus is the safety and wellbeinglod University of Georgia community.

“We will operate under a normal schedule...” Adams .s&dowever, we urge people to use
caution until the suspect is apprehended.”

Adams said he knew Zinkhan “casually but not well.”

Federal authorities said Monday that Zinkhan hiaskat for a flight to the Netherlands for May
2 and they can't find his passport.

Police say Zinkhan has a house in Amsterdam, wieteaches part time.

In a federal court affidavit Monday, an FBI ageaidsofficials have searched Zinkhan’s office
and he hasn’t contacted family, friends or students

Authorities say they found Zinkhan’s passport walkeit the passport is missing.

Police in Athens said Monday they have few leadbiénsearch and hope Zinkhan will make a
mistake that leads to his capture.

At a press conference Monday morning at the scétieshootings, Athens-Clarke County
Police Capt. Clarence Holeman said police are lgpginkhan will “actually make a mistake or
turn himself in. That's essentially right now whet’re hoping for because we haven’t gotten
any tips on where the car may be, no sightingsrafdr anything like that.

University officials scheduled a press conferermrelfl a.m. Monday.

UGA President Michael Adams, UGA Police Chief Jimwiilliamson and university
spokesman Tom Jackson will be available to answestipns at the university’s Administration
Building on campus.

“We met yesterday afternoon and we were gettingnaoy media inquiries we decided this
would the best way to to be available to the mesipte,” Williamson said Monday morning.

Authorities say Zinkhan shot his wife and two meméath outside a theater near campus while
his children remained in his red Jeep Liberty.

After the shootings, Zinkhan dropped his childrémwoth a next-door neighbor and vanished,
police said.

After the shooting Zinkhan returned to his Jeepemsthe had left his 8-year-old son and 10-
year-old daughter. He then drove them the 8 mdesighbor Bob Covington’s house in Bogart.

He asked Covington to watch the kids because thasean emergency.



“He seemed hurried,” Covington said, but not inaywhat raised suspicion.

When officers arrived, Covington’s wife went withetkids to the police station. There they v
picked up by their uncle, Bruce’s brother. He tttidm what had happened and took them to
Augusta.

Covington lived next to Zinkhan and Bruce for eighars.

“He wasn’t a guy to start a conversation or to keee going,” Covington said. “She’s more
vivacious. She was the extrovert.”

Bruce built sets for the theater and did all thedlyaork, Covington said, adding that Zinkhan
spent most summers out of town by himself.

Other neighbors were shocked to learn the usuetlyffy Zinkhan was a professor. They saic
didn’t look like the guy in the widely circulatedhpto.

“I thought he was a landscaper,” said Renee Gijlkdko lives two houses down.

Emily Foshee, who's lived in the area seven yesaisl the children were often by themselves
and used to drop by neighbors’ houses unannounced.

Josh Gurley, a junior marketing major from Smymwas a student in Zinkhan’s Marketing 4000
class about consumer buying behavior.

Gurley said he last saw Zinkhan in class Thurstigycaught the students by surprise when he
announced the final exam scheduled for next weekgeing to be optional for students who
were satisfied with their current grade.

Zinkhan was “nice but really weird, kind of off,”uBley said. “You could tell he was intelligent
but he seemed somewhat awkward around people.”

Gurley said there was nothing out of the ordindrgua Zinkhan Thursday.

Gurley said he knew of no students that Zinkhantored. “You heard mixed things but other
than he was an expert he really didnt have muehreputation among students.”

On the UGA campus, officials said there is a sidfit police presence and that classes will
continue as usual on Monday.

“We see no reason for classes to be canceled,anidlon said.

The university sent a text alert to students Satyishying that a UGA professor is a suspect in
an off-campus shooting in the Prince Avenue area.

UGA Alerts, which began after the Virginia Techlikigs in March 2007, are used to let more
than 25,000 know quickly when there are possiblegdeous situations, said Pete Konenkamp,
university spokesman.



Authorities believed Zinkhan was “probably in higisomewhere” Sunday and believed he
might be in a state of “desperation.”

“This guy could be anywhere,” Holeman said. “Thatlsy we have a nationwide search.”

Zinkhan, a professor in the Department of Marketind Distribution, had taught two classes,
one undergraduate and one graduate. The studdhbewbntacted individually on the status of
their courses, university spokesman Tom Jacksah sai

Holeman said early Sunday they had not receivedipayocating Zinkhan, nor had they had
any hits on his cell phone, ATM use, credit carghassport.

Zinkhan was last seen wearing a polo shirt and $heoets, according to the UGA Web site.

UGA delayed alert after triple slaying

University of Georgia officials waited an extra @inutes Saturday to warn students and faculty
about an off-campus triple slaying because theytedhto make sure the suspect — marketing
professor George M. Zinkhan — didn’t receive thessage.

College police Chief Jimmy Williamson said he wassied about how Zinkhan would react if
he saw the message. Talert went out later than usual because officials to figure out how t
remove the professor from the system, he said.

“We didn’t know what he would do or who he wouldrhii he saw the alert,” Williamson said.
“We’ve never been in this situation before. He mayhave done anything, but we needed to be
prudent.”

Daniel Carter, director of public policy for thefey watchdog group Security on Campus, n
heard of a college taking such steps.

“I appreciate their situation, but in those 20 axtrinutes the suspect could have gotten on
campus,” Carter said. “The first priority must loeget the warning out accurately and quickly.”

The incident happened about 12:30 p.m. off Pringenriie. Williamson received a call from
Athens-Clarke County police about 1 p.m. As moferimation emerged, Williamson wrote an
alert to include details about where the shootioguaed, Zinkhan’s vehicle and the directior
was traveling. The university sent about 62,000viddal alerts about 2 p.m.

The college put the UGA Alerts system in placeratfte Virginia Tech killings in 2007. Other
colleges, including Georgia Tech, use similar emecy notification programs to send texts, e-
mails and phone calls when there are dangerouatisitis, such as tornado warnings.



Messages go out in batches, so it can take up miBdtes to send them all, Williamson said.

“It's not instantaneous like CNN on your hip,” Waimson said. “It's never going to be that. Our
priority is to give them good information as so@wee can get it to them.”
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Manhunt for UGA Professor
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ATHENS, Ga. (AP) The manhunt for a University ofd&gia professor suspected in the
shooting deaths of his wife and two men shiftedyafi@m this campus town Monday as the FBI
revealed he has a plane ticket for the Netherl&atds this week and left behind an empty
passport wallet.

George M. Zinkhan has not been seen since theisgeatear campus Saturday, and law
enforcement agencies nationwide have been enlistbe search for the marketing professor,
authorities said. His relatives also have been imgrio help Athens-Clarke County police and
the FBI to find him, his brother told The Assocdteress.

“We are doing all we can to prevent any additiomalence," Chris Zinkhan said in an e-mail.

Gunfire erupted at a midday gathering of a locahtkr group at the Athens Community Theater.
Killed were George Zinkhan's wife, 47-year-old atty Marie Bruce, and two members of her
theater group, Ben Teague, 63, and Tom TanneZidkhan, 57, disappeared after the
shootings in a red Jeep Liberty. Authorities sayttdon't know what motivated the shootings.

As classes resumed Monday on the campus where &inikéad taught since the 1990s, the
university announced that the marketing professortbeen fired. As a precaution, university
police carried assault rifles as they patrolledamwt, but University Police Chief Jimmy
Williamson said investigators believe Zinkhan hefl Athens, 70 miles east of Atlanta.

“We feel that he is no longer local,” Williamsofd reporters, though he declined to say why.
“We just don't think he is close by."

Still, the university's president urged everyonede caution until Zinkhan is found.

A breathless man called 911 to report the shootimdghens police, according to a recording of
the call posted on The Atlanta Journal-Constitusiédeb site.

“"He shot three people, two gunshots to one niha,taller told the dispatcher who asked for a
description, which was provided by another witness.



“Tall white male, 50s, goatee beard, | think, wegblue shorts, like a T-shirt." The witness
told police the man was heading away from town.

Calls by AP to police to obtain the recordings hatibeen returned.

Delta Air Lines confirmed Zinkhan has a ticket tmmsterdam for May 2, FBI Special Agent
Gregory McClendon said in a federal court affidagtpart of a criminal complaint accusing
Zinkhan of flight to avoid prosecution. McClendaigZinkhan might change the date and try
to leave early. The documents also include a reédaea warrant to arrest Zinkhan and it was
signed by a federal magistrate judge.

The affidavit did not say when the ticket was baugltthough a family friend told investigators
that Zinkhan's wife had said Zinkhan had schedal&ath to Amsterdam. A colleague of
Zinkhan's told authorities the professor had rdggnirchased a phone that could be used
internationally.

Warren French, a UGA professor of business etlmdszankhan's longtime friend, said Zinkhan
has traveled to Amsterdam twice a year at Chrisanasduring summer break for the last two
years. He has taught part-time at the Vrije Unineits(Free University) since April 2007.

French said Zinkhan had a voracious intellect,roffetting little sleep because he would read
through the night. French said Zinkhan succeededdsi head of the school's marketing
department in 1994, and held the job for six yeafsile passionate about his work, Zinkhan
never seemed controlled by his emotions, he said.

“As department head, he caught the flak you ndyngeit from faculty members and students.
He never lost his temper. He just seemed to takerénch said. " This is so out of character for
him first of all to get mad and second to ever respviolence of any type."

It was after he became department head that ZinkterBruce, who worked there as a student
adviser and communications director before she weelaw school, French said.

He said Zinkhan rarely talked about his wife, tHolig spoke adoringly of their two children.
Zinkhan threw a party at their house for Bruceth4firthday several years ago, and French said
he had dinner at the couple's home last year.

“They are both free spirits, and as free spitlitsy seemed to be happy," French said.

Police said, after the shooting, Zinkhan droppedo children, ages 8 and 10, with a neighbor.
Athens-Clarke County Police Capt. Clarence Holes®d are the custody of Bruce's brother.

"I have these children in my house and that'sadh think about now," a woman who answered
the phone at that brother's house Monday who ifiedtherself as his wife. She said the family
had no further comment.

Bruce's mother, Betty, declined comment when reébtlygelephone at her home in Augusta.
Daisy Phelps, who identified herself as Bruce's and Betty Bruce's sister, said Zinkhan,
Bruce and their children had just celebrated Easibrthe family.

“If they were having any type of problems, the ilgrknew nothing about it,” Phelps said.

Phelps said Bruce's friends in Athens also toldangly they were not aware of any problems
between the couple.

“We're all torn up about this. It's awfully haadtalk about it because we just don't understand.
We don't know why. We don't know," Phelps saigiing. —All we know is my niece is dead."”

The shooting victims were members of the Town G&hayers, which was staging a
performance of “"Sherlock Holmes: The Final Adveatwat the theater. A few dozen members
of the group were gathered for a reunion Saturd#yeatime of the shooting. Two others were
hurt by bullet fragments.

Police officers patrolled the University of Georgampus with semiautomatic rifles Monday,
but UGA students and workers said university Pertidllichael Adams made the right call to
hold classes as usual Monday in the wake of Saglertigple slaying.



Adams met with top UGA administrators Saturday Sndday after UGA marketing professor
George Zinkhan lll apparently gunned down his aifel two men at a Town & Gown Theater
reunion Saturday. All the administrators agreed UsBAuld go ahead with a normal schedule,
Adams said.

Athens-Clarke and UGA police said Monday they dbalteve Zinkhan is in Clarke County.

"l guess if he'd shot people on campus or studeets the intended target (I might feel unsafe),"”
said first-year law student Colby Cohen.

But some students said UGA officials should hawééal down the campus immediately after
witnesses say Zinkhan opened fire outside Athemar@anity Theater, killing Marie Bruce, 47,
Tom Tanner, 40, and Ben Teague, 63.

"I think that they should have" locked down the paisy making sure no one left or entered
campus buildings until police made sure Zinkhan m@son campus, said business student
Charles Johnson.

Johnson learned of the shootings when he receivadkeat from UGA on his cell phone as he
watched a stock car race in Talladega, Ala., onr8ay afternoon.

"I think roadblocks around campus would have besodg' said junior international affairs
major Ulyana Stetsenko.

UGA sent out an alert just before 2 p.m. Saturday, students soon saw police in riot gear on
their way to search Zinkhan's Brooks Hall office.

"As soon as we looked out the window, there wagpavealking by with an assault rifle,” said
Bryan Shivera, who was studying inside the UGA Uakrary, which is near Brooks Hall.

Graduate student Kerry Steinberg said she fettla &nxious about her own safety after she
received the alert, which UGA sent out to abou03@,students and 8,000 workers.

"l did feel a little nervous knowing this unstalplerson was around and that he was associated
with the University of Georgia, and | was on camp&einberg said.

"l was actually at home. | was going to study &t 8tudent Learning Center and decided to
study at home," said Camille Essucy, a sophomoreréiding major.

Calls flooded students' cell phones as their pareeard the news on television and called to
make sure their children were OK.

"My mom called. She was freaked out because shattiat was on campus. She thought he
was on campus shooting students,” Stetsenko said.

"My parents called me because they were watchidgraandered if | knew him," said Giannna
Rankart, a senior marketing major in Cumming. Ran#t@es not know the man, she said.

Williamson and University Police have receivedicisim that UGAAlert was not dispatched
quickly enough, but Williamson said there is "#dibit of an unrealistic expectation” when it
comes to UGAAlert.

"l don't think it's ever going to be as instantareas people want it to be, just because
information is coming in slow sometimes, or we'etting so much information, we can't figure
out what's correct,” he said. "That's not one eséhcanned messages like the tornado warnings.
We had to generate it. And you can only do so n@duayacters through text messages."

Williamson, University President Michael Adams aride President of Public Affairs Tom
Jackson held a press conference Monday morningssidg the overall safety of campus and
the University's role in the investigation.

Adams disclosed that Zinkhan's position at the Ersity had been "terminated.” At Brooks
Hall, Zinkhan's office door nameplate had beennad@vn Monday morning.

Jackson said 64,000 UGAAlert contacts were suceeSsiturday, with a contact rate of 82
percent. "Only a few unsuccessful calls went taceff that were not occupied over the
weekend," he said.

Adams said he was pleased and proud of publicysaftegtrts made by both University and
Athens Clarke-County Police.

"Our primary focus has been and continues to bedfety and well being of the students,
faculty and staff that make up our University ofo@ga community,” Adams said. "UGA and
ACC police have done an extraordinary job of prowgda strong law enforcement presence as
we enter the final week of classes and anticipgsens. | have great confidence in their ability to
provide protection to the campus.”

Students attended class as scheduled Monday, beg pdficers were on foot patrol, carrying
semi-automatic AR-15 rifles among the hustle oslehange.

"AR-15 is a technology that we had in place befdrginia Tech,"” Williamson said. "After
Virginia Tech, we found out from our community thiaeéy wanted to know we had those means
available. We now felt today, based on Saturdas¢sits and the community concern, that we
needed to have that equipment out there with theeo$. It's better to have the equipment and
not have the need, than to have the need and wettha equipment.”

Williamson and Adams assured that these measunesoméy precautionary, and campus is
"very safe."

Jackson and Williamson said they are cooperatitiy ACC police's requests not to release any
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information regarding Zinkhan's suspected destinadr any other aspect of the ongoing
investigation. "But | think that's a very safe asgtion,” Williamson said.

Adams and Williamson also addressed issues of tagcelasses and a campus-wide
"lockdown."

"We had a full discussion of the pros and congahgelling class], and it was the united
recommendation of all senior administrators toneto classes as normal," Adams said.

Williamson said a "lockdown" is a "K-12 conceptattwould be impossible for the University to
enact.

"Lockdowns happen every day in K-12 campuses becthey are usually a one-building

facility,” Williamson said. "The other thing [stucdls] need to understand is that in K-12, they
have adults in charge of young people. There agswalock doors on campus, but as an adult, |
can't keep you from going anywhere. All | can dsay, 'l warned you. You're an adult, and you
have a right.' There's no physical way that we @quit up a barrier around campus, there is no
physical way to lock every door on this campus.”

In addition to protecting University staff and stmtls, Adams said he wants to support them.
"We remain very concerned about the impact ofghisation on our students and our
employees, and we will deploy, without regard tpense every resource in an effort to support
and protect our people,” he said.

Meanwhile, authorities are investigating whetherklian had made earlier plans to leave the
country, which could give clues as to whether th@osings were premeditated. In a federal court
affidavit filed Monday, Delta Air Lines confirmedikhan has a ticket to Amsterdam for May 2,
according to Associated Press reports.

"He may change the date and attempt to leave &adid Gregory McClendon, an FBI special
agent, in the affidavit, which seeks a federalsrvearrant.

ACC Police Captain Clarence Holeman told The Rdsl&k that authorities plan on being at
the airport May 2, but Holeman said he doubts Znaithan will be there.

Zinkhan's brother, Chris, told the AP in an e-ntlaélt he and family members would work with
Athens police and the FBI.

"Our thoughts and prayers are with the victimsirtfanilies and their friends," Zinkhan said to
the Associated Press.

However, local authorities are not ruling out tlesgbility that George Zinkhan has committed
suicide.

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The Maroon Tiger was on the scene last Mondaysasspected carjacker crashed a white
minivan in-between the Morehouse and Spelman caespld$ie suspect then escaped with a
purse carrying $500, according to witnesses andeofficers. A bystander on a motorcycle
tells the Tiger that he chased the van to the AU€r éhe alleged thief stole the car at a
Piedmont gas station.

Before the crash, the large white minivan tore d@veensferry Ave SW, passing directly
between Morehouse, Clark Atlanta and Spelman’s camiphe van reportedly made a hard left
down Henry St SW and barreled through a wire fdettdoehind from Morehouse’s recent
garage expansion.

The van was pursued by the motorcyclist, who laentified himself to The Maroon Tiger as
Brian. As he pulled alongside the van, the motdecygeiver says he blared his horn in an
attempt to warn nearby pedestrians. At the entdeharrow street he saw his chance to cut off
the van and swerved dangerously in front of it.

When the van was blocked off near Spelman Collefgers gate, the minivan driver threw the
vehicle into reverse and crashed it on a curb lokthia parking garage. The suspect, a black 6’1"
man in a white T-shirt and baggy jeans, exitedvitdcle and fled the scene with a purse
containing $500 in cash, according to the police.

The chase began at a Shell gas station in Piedwioatt the victim, a Georgia State student, left
her car running at the pump. Her friend Brian, adiyedriving a motorcycle, followed the stolen
vehicle for miles through Atlanta without policesegance.

“Atlanta Police drove right by me,” Brian said. “An come here and I'm telling every
(expletive deleted)body to call 911, and ain’t ndypacalling!”

The cyclist lost the suspect when he jumped owetdbked gate behind May’s Residence Hall,
and escaped pursuit on foot through campus.

Despite the Omega Psi Phi events taking placeniht, few people were aware of the chase.
Brian says he rode his motorcycle up and down ltesh®uting for help, but few people
noticed.

Morehouse and Clark Atlanta officers soon arriviad, the suspect had disappeared. The officers
say they secured the vehicle and alerted the Atl@ity Police.

When Atlanta PD arrived on the scene, the two ftives of the white minivan were blown, the
gas cap was open, and the engine was still runfilagk Atlanta Police believe that the suspect
was a homeless local because of his intimate kragelef back roads in the A.U.C., but no
further details have been released.

An hour and a half passed Saturday afternoon bé&foneersity of Georgia officials notified
students and workers about a manhunt for marketiofgssor George Zinkhan Ill, wanted for
killing his wife and two other people.

Officials said part of the delay was because Athelaske police needed time to sort out what
had happened and partly because it took univesfiitsials 20 minutes to remove Zinkhan's
name from the automated notification system so tilan't get the alert along with thousands of
other UGA workers and students.

Police charged Zinkhan with three counts of murdayjng he opened fire at a reunion of the
Town & Gown Players theater troupe on Saturdajingihis wife, Marie Bruce, 47, and two
men, Tom Tanner, 40, and Ben Teague, 63.

An official with a group that promotes campus sagsgid much of the time lag between the
shootings and the "UGAAlert" alarm is justifiable.

The shootings occurred off campus and UGA officiedd to get information from Athens-
Clarke police before activating the alert systeam ®aniel Carter, director of public policy for
the nonprofit organization Security on Campus.

"Getting the information from another local agemalf take some time. | don't think there's any
significant concern about that,"” Carter said.

But Carter questioned the 20-minute delay to pdiigkghan's contact information from the alert
system.



"Our concern is, as soon as they have the infoonathe focus should be on warning the
community,” he said. "This is the first time wes&en a situation where there was an identified
suspect that was taken out of the notificationesyst

Police say Zinkhan shot his wife and two men atAtitens Community Theater off Grady
Avenue about 12:25 p.m. Saturday; the UGAAlert warttabout 1:55 p.m.

"l thought it was an important consideration thm information not get back to the perpetrator,
because he might act on it," said UGA police Chiefmy Williamson.

As far as authorities knew, Zinkhan still had e tchildren with him when the alert went out,
Williamson said.

Athens-Clarke police notified Williamson of the siiomgs about half an hour after they
occurred, but it took several more minutes befaiecp sorted out withesses' statements at the
chaotic crime scene and got a clear idea of whadihlappened, Williamson said.

The automated UGAAlert system sent the emergeray tal more than 60,000 cell phones,
computer e-mail accounts and hardwired telephones.

UGA vigil remembers shooting victims

ATHENS — The three victims from Saturday’s triplaysng were remembered Tuesday night
at a vigil on the University of Georgia campus.

Authorities across the nation and in Europe, medewtontinued to search for marketing
professor George M. Zinkhan, the suspect in thetsgs near campus Saturday.

Life on campus has largely returned to normal —de&iom the police officers carrying assault
rifles as they patrol school grounds. Campus pdialeeve Zinkhan left the area but say the
weapons are a precaution.

The vigil Tuesday night was part of a long-planaedual effort to honor the 22 students,
faculty and staff who have died during the pastlagaic year. But UGA President Michael
Adams said it held special significance, and hedrgfudents and residents to look to each other



for strength as details of the shootings emerge.

“We struggle with what we know. And we strugglelwivhat we yet don’'t know,” he said to a
crowd of about 100 who gathered outside a chap#h®ischool’s campus.

The shootings took place midday Saturday at a gathef a local theater group at the Athens
Community Theater. Killed were Zinkhan’s wife MaBeuce, a 47-year-old attorney, and two
members of her theater group, Ben Teague, 63, andTanner, 40.

Services for Bruce will be held at 11 a.m. ThursdaWarren Baptist Church in Martinez.
Burial will be at Westover Memorial Park in Augustasitation will be held Wednesday night
from 7 to 9 p.m. at Platt’s Funeral Home.

UGA'’s The Red & Black reported that a homecomingcheon for members of the Town &
Gown Performers, a local theater group, was beahd bff Grady Avenue when the shooting
occurred.

According to reports, Zinkhan, 57, arrived at thedheon with his two children and then
proceeded to get in an argument with his wife, Rl@iuce. After the argument he quickly
ushered his children into his car. The next sarfe=vents were marked by gunshots and panic.

Shortly after putting his children in the car, Zwan walked up to the front of the Athens
Community Theater where the luncheon was being &edtlbegan firing two guns.

The first victim, 40-year-old Tom Tanner, directdrthe Regional Dynamics Economic
Modeling Laboratory at Clemson University, was Ingjpwith set design for the plays. Zinkhan
then shot and killed his wife while she was stagdihthe door collecting tickets, said a
bystander.

According to the Red & Black, withesses saw cargreaind set designer Ben Teague confront
Zinkhan in an attempt to distract him.

Zinkhan then shot and killed Teague. Two othethatscene were injured by shrapnel.

Within minutes police were on the scene. Zinkhad the area, and while there were several
reported sightings, he is still at large.

Authorities reported he was last seen driving alisddJeep Liberty with license plate AIX 1376.

UGA senior art history major, Sarah Quinn, acknalgkd that the series of events certainly
shook up campus.

“I was eating lunch with some friends when we det fUGA] alert all at the same time. It was
really shocking, because that weekend was Twiliglig international cycling event, so there
was a ton of people here,” she said.

Quinn said that there was “definitely an increagegsence” of police on campus, especially by
the Terry College of Business.

Students at Georgia Southern were equally stunpeélebshooting.

“It hits real close to home,” said senior marketingjor Kyle Setzer whose parents live in
Athens.

“It's scary to know that he was viewed as a resgd@etprofessor, and it really makes you think.
What if something like this could happen here?”

Captain Laura McCullough of University Public Sgfebmmented on the shooting as “a
reminder that these types of incidents don'’t jgigen to ‘other people.”

“It should be a reminder to all of us to be awarewr surroundings and report any unusual
activities to proper authorities,” said McCullough.

Todd Deal, director of the Leadership and Civic &ggment Office on campus, expressed his
concerns.

“You always worry about unstable people like thmainy environment, not just the university
environment. There’s more to it than just a doneedispute, and it really is very scary.”

According to published reports, Zinkhan cancelledges and final exams for his students prior
to Saturday’s shooting, which led officials to qu@s the series of events further.

“He was normal last week, and he was a very lagkbaice guy. | was shocked when | heard he
did this. | never would’'ve thought this man wasaialp of something like that. He recently
decided to make the final optional, which causedespeople to believe he had planned the
shooting in advance, but apparently he has madgndeoptional in the past,” said Matt Vieson,
a senior marketing major at UGA.

“I enjoyed his class, and I'm truly saddened thé has happened,” said Vieson.
