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‘It's all about the teamwork': Law enforcement officials compete by learning how to work 
together 
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Georgia Southern University Police responded to the scene of a reported sexual assault June 23 
at 10:30 p.m. on campus in University Villas. 

Major Smith Edenfield of the Criminal Investigations Division of the Georgia Southern 
University Police Department said that only limited information is available due to a pending 
investigation.  

“The people involved are acquaintances, there were no weapons, and no injuries have been 
reported,” said Edenfield. “This was a person they know. There was no one that busted down the 
door or broke through the window, and there were no physical injuries,” he said.  

According to Jodi Caldwell, assistant director of the counseling center and chair of the GSU 
Sexual Assault Response Team (SART), the incident was reported immediately and University 
Police responded within one minute of the report.  

“The individual involved was taken to the SANE examination office,” said Caldwell.  

Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner (SANE) serves the tri-county areas of Bulloch, Screven and 
Jenkins. SANE nurses are certified by the medical system as well as the legal system to collect 
forensic evidence that can stand in trial, according to Caldwell. 
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These nurses have completed over 800 hours of training in this field and three of the six certified 
nurses work full time in the Women’s Health Center at Health Services on GSU’s campus. This 
is to ensure forensic evidence can be collected if an incident of sexual assault occurs during 
regular hours.  

“It’s where the forensic exam can be done to collect evidence as well as to see to the welfare of 
the victim,” Caldwell said.  

Due to the nature of the crime eye witnesses are not an option, says Captain Laura McCullough 
of the Criminal Investigations Division and crime prevention programs. 

“With any kind of sexual assault, you will not have many witnesses to it, and that’s part of the 
difficulty in prosecuting any kind of sexual assault,” said McCullough. “It just becomes one 
person’s word against another. You don’t ever really have eye witnesses to the actual crime.” 

Once University Police respond to the scene, the condition of the victim is attended to first, 
according to Edenfield.  

“Our primary concern is how the victim is physically. They do not have to go to the Emergency 
room; we have a local physician who has graciously let us use his facilities which is very private 
and anonymous,” Edenfield said.  

Once evidence is collected, GSU’s Investigation Division follows cases all the way through 
prosecution after the initial investigation in which they work hand-in-hand with the prosecuting 
attorneys, according to McCullough.  
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Law enforcement agencies are advising students to slow down and drink responsibly during the 
upcoming Fourth of July weekend. 

According to a release from the Georgia Department of Highway Safety, over 500 agencies 
statewide will be cracking down on drunk driving as part of Operation Zero Tolerance which 
started June 19 and will be wrapping up on July 5. 
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“We’re going to be out on the roadways all over, and we’ll be concentrating on speeding and 
impaired driving,” said Georgia State Patrol Lieutenant Paul Cosper.  

Cosper stressed that the name of the game is safety – both for students and their holiday guests. 

“If you’re hosting the event, monitor your guests and make sure they’re drinking plenty of water 
with the alcohol,” he said. “Don’t let them get behind the wheel.”  

But the Georgia State Patrol is just one of multiple agencies that will be increasing patrols 
locally. 

Georgia Southern campus police will also be stepping up enforcement during the holiday 
weekend according to Public Safety Assistant Director Joseph Russell. 

For those that do go out of town, Statesboro Police Captain Wendell Turner urged them to plan 
ahead. 

“Allow yourself enough time to properly pack everything that you may need so that you’re not in 
such a rush to get there,” he said.

Georgia College sorority house damaged in fire 
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No one was injured Thursday when fire damaged the Alpha Delta Pi sorority house across from 
Georgia College & State University in Milledgeville. 

University spokeswoman Judy Bailey said a campus police officer spotted smoke and flames 
coming from the house on North Clarke Street while on patrol about 12:30 a.m.  

The officer called for help from the Milledgeville fire and police departments. 

When firefighters arrived, the foyer of the house was ablaze, and the fire was traveling up a 
stairwell and spreading to the second floor, said Milledgeville Fire Chief Tom Dietrich. 

The fire burned holes in the floor and damaged the basement. The kitchen and main living room 
also sustained fire damage, he said. 
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“Everything we’ve looked at indicates it was not intentionally set and it was an accidental fire,” 
Dietrich said. 

The exact cause of the fire, which started in the foyer, is still under investigation, he said. 

Although students are living in the house this summer, Bailey said no one was at home at the 
time of the fire. 

Dietrich said he estimates it’ll take 45 to 60 days to repair the house and make it livable again. 

Georgia College is working with the affected students to be sure their needs and concerns are 
addressed, according to a statement released Thursday by Bruce Harshbarger, vice president of 
student affairs. 

The school’s housing department is trying to contact the students living in the sorority house to 
be sure they have alternative housing.  

Counseling staff also is available to meet with the students, according to the statement.

Clark Atlanta University police officers shot an armed suspect during a confrontation

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ATLANTA - A teenage shooting suspect who slipped out the door at Atlanta's new police 
headquarters is due in court Friday. 

Matthew Wells -- 18-years-old -- is scheduled to have a first appearance on escape charges. 

Surveillance video shows Wells getting on the 
building's elevator and walking free.

As for getting out of the handcuffs, Wells said he picked the locks and later even showed 
investigators how he did it.

Detectives still don't know how he got out of what was supposed to be a locked holding cell.

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A suspect involved in a shootout with Clark Atlanta University officers was recaptured Thursday 
— nearly 24 hours after brazenly walking out of a police interrogation room. 

Atlanta police apprehended the still-unidentified suspect Thursday afternoon on Magnolia Way 
in west Atlanta — not far from the scene of Wednesday’s shootout. An associate of the suspect, 
who refused an order from campus police to drop his weapon, was subsequently shot by the 
CAU officers and taken to Grady Memorial Hospital in critical condition. 

The recaptured suspect was initially compliant, dropping his gun and escaping injury, but has 
since been of little help to investigators. 

“Right now it appears they have given fake names we are currently trying to determine their true 
identity,” said Atlanta Police Lt. Keith Meadows. 

The escapee has been charged with weapons violations and obstruction of justice, said Meadows, 
who resumed interviewing the unnamed man Thursday night. 

The suspect ducked out of a APD interrogation room Wednesday, removing his leg irons and 
exiting through a back door. Video footage shows the man glancing at a surveillance camera 
before getting on an elevator at the department’s new Peachtree Street headquarters. 

The Office of Professional Standards will also conduct “a thorough administrative investigation 
into the procedures of all personnel involved with this incident,” according to a statement 
released by the department, which relocated to its new headquarters at the end of June. 
“Additional information will be provided once the criminal and administrative investigation has 
concluded.”

Atlanta police are investigating whether the three men arrested Sunday for attempted robbery 
near Georgia Tech were involved in a recent rash of crime in that area.

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Victoria, accosted a pedestrian, brandished a gun and demanded money. At that point a Georgia

The victim, whose name has not been released, is not a Georgia Tech student, Moorman said. 

They suspects were later apprehended at North Avenue and Cherry Street and identified as Justin 
Johnson, 21; Dandre Barnwell, 19; and Xavier Mosteller, 21. The men have been charged with 
armed robbery and aggravated assault and are being held at Fulton County Jail. 

Police found a loaded AK-47, military-style body armor and a ski mask inside the suspects’ 
vehicle, Moorman said. 

“These guys are very dangerous and it looked like they were prepared to face anything,” he said. 

Moorman said the APD is investigating possible gang connections and whether the suspects 
were involved in previous robberies in the area. More than a dozen robberies have been reported 
in the Georgia Tech area since February.

ATLANTA (MyFOX ATLANTA) - Residents who live near the Georgia Tech campus met 
Thursday to discuss the recent attacks that have shaken the community. There have been more 
than a dozen attacks near the Atlanta campus in a two month period. 

Residents of the Home Park neighborhood met with Atlanta police to discuss the recent crimes. 
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On Tuesday, a gunman staged a car accident and then robbed a Georgia Tech employee. 

Investigators said the Georgia Tech employee was driving home from work on Tech Parkway 
when a white Chevy sideswiped his vehicle. 

Police said the employee pulled over to check the damage when a man got out of the passenger 
side of the Chevy and pulled out a handgun. 

The employee said the man pointed the gun at him and demanded money. The employee gave 
the armed man his money and the suspect fled the scene in the Chevy. 

On Monday, June 29, a Georgia Tech student was robbed at gunpoint, becoming the 12th person 
to be robbed near the campus since February. 

The thieves hit University of Phoenix student Eric Mills as he was walking home at the corner of 
Centennial Olympic Park Drive, three blocks south of Georgia Tech. 

Mills said he was walking to his apartment in the Centennial Place complex about 1 a.m. when 
he was attacked by two men wearing masks, and one was armed. 

Early Wednesday, June 24, another person was robbed at gunpoint near the Georgia Tech 
campus -- the ninth such attack in recent months. 

The overnight robbery came one day after police announced an arrest in the shooting of Georgia 
Tech student Patrick Whaley. 

The 22-year-old Whaley was attacked in a parking garage on Northside Drive. Seventeen-year-
old Deanglo Love, 19-year-old Maurice Brown and an unnamed person are accused of the crime. 

Police in Zone 5 said there are a number of robbing crews targeting people near the Georgia 
Tech campus. 

Both campus and Atlanta police have stepped up patrols in the area, vowing to put an end to the 
robberies.

Georgia Tech employee robbed on campus

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A Georgia Tech employee on his way home from work earlier this week was robbed at gunpoint 
by a passenger in another vehicle following a campus fender-bender.

The employee, whose name has not been released, told police he was sideswiped by an older-
model Chevrolet, and when he pulled over to check the damage to his vehicle, a man got out of 
the Chevy with a handgun.  

The suspect then pointed the gun at the Tech employee and demanded his money, police said.  

After taking the victim’s money, the gunman got back in the Chevrolet on the passenger side and 
the vehicle fled north on Northside Drive.  

The Tech employee was not injured.  

Police described the suspect as a black male, wearing a white tanktop t-shirt, tan shorts and dark 
sunglasses. The vehicle was a white Chevrolet from the 1980s with red paint on the driver’s side 
door.  

More than a dozen robberies have been reported in the Georgia Tech area since February.  

Most of the incidents occurred off-campus, either in the Home Park neighborhood north of 10th 
Street or in the area between Tech’s southern boundary and Centennial Olympic Park.

Police found a gun that was taken during the fatal shooting of a Chattahoochee Tech instructor 
last month on a teenage suspect in a shootout near Clark Atlanta University 17 days later, WSB-
TV reported Saturday.  

Joseph Gunn, 54, who taught in the automotive and water sports repair department at 
Chattahoochee Tech, was shot and killed June 21 after confronting thieves trying to break into 
his truck, which was parked outside his Smyrna townhouse.  
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�

WSB reported that the gun found on Michael Wells, 17, when he was arrested earlier this month, 
after a shooting with Clark Atlanta University police, was Gunn’s.  

Smyrna Police Department spokesman officer Michael Smith on Saturday declined to confirm 
that a weapon was taken during the Gunn shooting.  

“We have no new information to release regarding the gun homicide,”Smith said.  

Atlanta police spokesman officer James Polite also declined to comment Saturday, referring 
questions to Smyrna PD.  

On July 8, Clark Atlanta University police saw Wells and another man with a gun, according to 
police.  

Wells complied with their demands to drop his weapon, but the other man fired his gun. The 
campus police officers shot back, wounding the man, whose name has not been released.  

Hours later, when detectives left Wells alone in an interrogation room at APD headquarters, the 
teenage suspect walked out unnoticed. Surveillance cameras captured images of Well getting 
onto an elevator, taking it to the ground floor and leaving the building.  

Police found Wells several hours later at his girlfriend’s house.  

Wells told WSB TV he escaped from police custody by picking the lock on his leg irons. APD is 
investigating the circumstances that allowed Wells to get away.

2 in shootout near CAU now charged in Smyrna murder

Two men involved in a shootout with Clark Atlanta University police near campus July 8, have 
been charged with murder of a Smyrna man the previous month. 

Police have charged Matthew Wells, 18, and Curtis Diego Billings, 28, both of Atlanta with 
felony murder, murder, aggravated assault, and burglary. 

They are accused of killing Joe Allen Gunn, 54, at his residence at Highlands View Place in 
Smyrna while breaking into Mr. Gunn’s vehicle, June 21. 

Smyrna police say Wells and Billings The suspects then fled the area with Gunn’s .38 caliber 
revolver handgun. 

On July 8, Clark Atlanta University police saw Wells and Billings armed in an area off campus 
but within the campus police’s jurisdiction. 
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Wells complied with their demands to drop his weapon, but Billings fired his. The campus police 
officers shot back, wounding Billings. 

According to investigators, the weapon used in the Clark Atlanta shooting incident is believed to 
be the weapon stolen from Gunn; however, confirmation is pending ballistics testing. 

Wells is in the Fulton County Jail. Billings is presently in custody with the Fulton County 
Sheriff’s Office at Grady Hospital where he is recovering from injuries sustained with the Clark 
Atlanta incident. 

Gunn who taught at Chattahoochee Tech, was shot and killed after confronting thieves trying to 
break into his truck, which was parked outside his Smyrna townhouse. 

Hours later, when detectives left Wells alone in an interrogation room at APD headquarters, the 
teenage suspect walked out unnoticed. Surveillance cameras captured images of Well getting 
onto an elevator, taking it to the ground floor and leaving the building. 

Police found Wells several hours later at his girlfriend’s house. 

APD is investigating the circumstances that allowed Wells to get away.

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Fraternity insurer claims it isn't liable in suit 
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An insurance underwriter has sued the Sigma Chi fraternity chapter at the University of Georgia 
in federal court, saying the underwriter should not have to defend the fraternity against a 
Gainesville woman's injury lawsuit. 

The Liberty Capital Corp., an underwriter of the Sigma Chi insurance policy at Lloyd's of 
London, also says the company should not have to pay damages if she wins a separate lawsuit 
against the UGA fraternity. 

The woman is seeking damages from the fraternity in a suit filed three months ago in Clarke 
Superior Court over injuries she suffered at a party at the frat house last September. The Banner-
Herald is withholding her name because UGA police investigated the case as a possible rape, 
though no charges were filed. 

Liberty Capital filed its suit July 14 in U.S. District Court. 

In her suit, the woman claims she was severely injured when she fell out of a loft bed during a 
football weekend party at the fraternity's house, 590 S. Lumpkin St. The woman, then 19, wore a 
mark on her hand clearly indicating that she was underage and should not be served alcohol, 
according to her lawyers. 

Nevertheless, "in complete disregard of the marking on her hand, (the woman) was served 
numerous alcoholic beverages by the Defendants and/or their agents to the extent she became 
highly and obviously intoxicated to a dangerous extent," her lawyers contend. 

At some point, one of the fraternity members took her upstairs to his room, removed her dress 
and put her in his loft bed, which had no railings, according to the lawsuit. 

When he came back about 45 minutes later, he found her on the floor, bleeding from her mouth 
and an ear, according to the lawsuit. Two fraternity brothers dressed her in a T-shirt and men's 
shorts, then told a pledge driver to take her to a hospital. 

According to the woman's lawyers, her injuries included 19 missing or damaged teeth, fractured 
mandibles and other broken bones and nerve damage, among other injuries. 

Her medical treatment has cost nearly $100,000 so far, and she will need treatment for years, 
according to her lawsuit. 

Fraternity members were negligent in putting the intoxicated woman in a dangerous place - a loft 
bed without a rail - according to her lawyers. 

The fraternity is also responsible for her injuries because members allowed her to drink alcohol, 
in violation of not only UGA regulations but also the fraternity's rules, according to the suit. 

The fraternity should pay the woman's medical costs and other unspecified damages, according 
to her lawyers. 

If the insurance underwriter that filed the second lawsuit prevails in court, the fraternity will have 
to come up with the money if the woman wins her case. 
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The insurance is only in effect when fraternity members do not violate Georgia law or disobey 
the fraternity's own risk-management policies - specifically, by serving alcohol to minors - 
according to lawyers for Liberty Capital, Sigma Chi's insurance underwriter. 

Sigma Chi lawyers say the woman's own actions led to her injuries, but if the court finds the 
UGA chapter violated its own rules, it could face disciplinary action from the national 
organization, said Michael Dunn, Sigma Chi national executive director. 

"We're very concerned for the safety and well-being for those who are our members and 
obviously their guests. We have risk-management policies (related to insurance policies) that we 
expect them to follow," Dunn said. "If they have violated the standards they have pledged to 
uphold, we will take action accordingly."
