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Tech students robbed at gunpoint

Three Georgia Tech students were robbed at gunpaiit Friday on a street just off campus,
police said.

The students were on Hemphill Avenue between 10thl#th streets about 12:15 a.m. when
they were robbed, according to a crime alert sahbg Georgia Tech police.

"The students stated that two males approached dineimot and pointed a handgun at them,"
the alert states. "The males demanded the studbehdsigings before fleeing the area in a black
vehicle."

No one was injured during the robbery, which is\genvestigated by Atlanta police.

Atlanta police spokesman Otis Redmond said theesiisdvere robbed of their wallets and cell
phones.

The robbers were described as black males, botit &jeet, 9 inches tall and weighing 160 to
170 pounds. The gunman was wearing baggy panta &y, white t-shirt, while the other man
had long dreadlocks and was wearing a black t-ahttbaggy shorts or pants.

The vehicle was described as a black passengesi@eatith round brake lights, possibly a
Chevrolet Malibu.

The incident happened about a quarter-mile north@fTech campus in an area where several
students have been robbed in recent months.

Vandal destroys UGA student's artwork

Matt Boland sweats each fragile piece of art hatee

"With ceramics, there's a volatile element withrgtleng you make, because you have to put it
in the kiln and hope it doesn't break in the 1,8@@ree heat, and hope it doesn't break again
when you put it in a second time at 2,500 degrdhbs,University of Georgia grad student said
Monday.

"To come out with it in one piece, it's like, ‘Qhmade it' - but then to have someone come in
and smash it to pieces, it's just crazy," he said.

The craziness happened early Saturday, when sondestreyed three finished ceramic pieces
that Boland created after slipping into a studithatLamar Dodd School of Art's Thomas Street
Art Complex.

Someone entered an unlocked door between 2:15 amd.3UGA police said, when a student
left to check a kiln in another building at the estplex near downtown. Although the burglar
didn't appear to target Boland's handiwork spedliffc his ceramics were the only pieces
damaged in the studio.

Boland doesn't have any problems with anyone, itk aad he didn't know of any disgruntled
current or former art students who might have bresponsible.

"It's a mystery," he said.



UGA police also doubt the burglar singled out Balarart, because the same person may be
responsible for other acts of campus vandalismr8ayunorning.

Whoever smashed Boland's ceramics also emptied axtinguisher in the studio’s kiln room,
then threw it through the window of another builglin the complex and broke a large outdoor
vase that a professor had made.

Police totaled the damage at more than $2,000.

Also Saturday morning, windows were broken at tthesehool's Tanner Building - across the
street from the Thomas Street complex - and aftwa Science building on Cedar Street.

Like the ceramics studio, someone broke into thedFecience building, but nothing inside was
stolen or tampered with, police said.

Investigators think the same person or people niighesponsible.

Police discovered the vandalism after a woman @¢&llel about 3 a.m. Saturday to report that
she saw a man trying to steal a bicycle when she teethe Thomas Street art complex.

The man drove away in a car without the bike, aiogrto police, who think the theft was an
afterthought to the vandalism.

"The worst thing about what happened is, you gutalr work into creating something, and
before you can show it, someone destroys it," Baldnd, a master of fine arts candidate.

Among his work that was destroyed was "Never Engugiman wearing only underwear and
holding four rabbits in one arm while either graigpor gesturing for more, and "Surrender," a
similarly dressed man with his head in the gripamglligator's mouth.

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After the recent flooding of campus, KSU officilave emphasized preparedness and
procedures for emergencies. No loss of life orrinias reported during the flooding; however,
significant property damaged was incurred.

For emergencies such as natural disasters ands;ri®&J follows the National Incident
Management System (NIMS). NIMS is a set of fedpratedures that helps organizations
prevent and address emergencies. NIMS provides@a@ons with a template for the collective
management of an incident.



“Essentially, what that does is that it definesaartypes of responsibilities in responding to any
kind of an emergency,” Deputy Chief of KSU Policerfper Anderson said. "You need to know
each other, you need to know each other’s capaBilitvhat you can and can’t do.”

For KSU, four parts of the university share thepoesibilities in emergency management: the
Vice President for Operations, Department of He&#ifety, and Risk Management, Department
of Strategic Security and Safety and Departmemtulfiic Safety/KSU Police.

“There are basically four elements of what we’rimg Emergency Management, and that is
mitigation, preparedness, response and recoveaiy"Robert Lang of Strategic Security and
Safety.

These elements interact to help KSU successfullyaga an incident using a layered approach
to communicate with the community in case of anrgewcy.

“Students, faculty and staff all have their own wa&y communicating with the world,” said
Gerald Donaldson of Environmental Health, Safetyl Risk Management.

KSU uses a variety of ways to contact its commumitgiuding a system KSU calls ConnectEd
which relays SMS text messages, cell phone catlsvaitemails to students, faculty and staff
when there is a major emergency.

KSU also has a siren system that can be heardsacaospus and at the KSU Center in case
students need to take shelter inside buildings.

A campus advisory is displayed on KSU’s Web sigtalg students about emergencies and
university openings and closings.

KSU is also putting in place a desktop pop-up foirversity computers. To solve the problem of
KSU students and faculty who may not be able teiuweccell phone signals inside buildings on
campus, KSU will override university computershie event of an emergency to display pop-up
messages on university computer screens. Thesagessaill notify classes who might be
watching a presentation or film on university corngps.

KSU also has a crisis management program. Thisr@nogonsists of crisis coordinators who are
linked together by handheld radios, allowing evauylding of campus to communicate with one
another.

“It's extremely helpful to have that base line krledge of information, even if it's a one or two
sentence piece of information, because it's importa get people out if need be and it's also
important to retain certain staff and faculty mensiyesaid Donaldson.

Crisis coordinators are trained immediate respaded leaders for emergencies. There is at
least one crisis coordinator for every buildingtbe KSU campus.

In the case of crime-related emergencies, KSU maisy its community of crime on or near
campus. The Clery Act is a federal law that requak federal financially aided colleges and
universities to disclose information to its comntyra@bout crime near or on campus.

Woman asks university police not to pursue her rapeeport

A University of Georgia fraternity under investigat for alleged hazing, Pi Kappa Alpha, will
not face a second inquiry after a woman said steraed at the fraternity's on-campus chapter
house overnight Tuesday.

The woman, a UGA student, told police she did nabtithe incident investigated or prosecuted,
said UGA Police Chief Jimmy Williamson.

By policy, neither the UGA police nor the UGA O#iof Judicial Affairs investigates rape
allegations when the victim says he or she doesvaat to go forward with the case, Williamson
said.

"It's very difficult to investigate if one persoonekn't want to go forward,” he said. "If she comes
back and asks us, we'll be here to support hestamtithe investigation. But the investigation is
closed until she chooses differently.”

If university officials do investigate, the chapteil cooperate, a fraternity officer said.

"This type of alleged behavior is not condoned by ahapter and is not representative of our
organization. Both our members and advisers aexin full cooperation with the University
and local authorities in any investigation of sy serious matter,” according to a statement
issued Wednesday evening by UGA chapter Presideat Swanson.

Athens-Clarke police arrested the freshman fronhkean in downtown Athens shortly after 2
a.m. Sept. 17.

Police charged Mercado with underage drinking afteab driver contacted police to say he had
thrown up in the back of his cab and refused tothayfare. Five days later, Mercado denied his
fraternity claim in a letter published in the cammmewspaper The Red & Black.

"l lied about being hazed and forced to drink atdddy Pi Kappa Alpha," Mercado wrote.

UGA officials said Mercado's reversal would notpsém Office of Judicial Affairs investigation
to see if the freshman or the fraternity had vedlaainy part of UGA's code of conduct.

Students robbed in Homepark

Two more students robbed this weekend

On Oct. 11 at approximately 11:30 p.m. two morehTgitidents were robbed at gunpoint in
Homepark. The students were walking on Ethel Stibein a man exited the passenger side of a
light-colored sedan. The man, who was describedneyof the victims as a black male about 5
foot 8 inches tall wearing baggy clothes, was armitddrew a handgun on the two students and
demanded their belongings.

Both students turned over their belongings andmeweas injured during the incident. The man
then returned to the white or silver vehicle arftitlee scene, heading north towards 14th Street.
This crime is the second armed robbery of Techesttedin Homepark in two weeks. The crime
is being investigated by the Atlanta Police Deparitmwho are soliciting information on the
incident through Crime Stoppers Atlanta at 404-3T7S.

To combat crime at local college campuses, thengdl&olice Department will put an increased
presence of uniformed and undercover police offiegérthe Georgia Tech and AUC campuses,
police chief Richard Pennington said Tuesday.

Pennington said the city is responding to recesaalts and robberies on college students,
including the shooting of a Morehouse student $phafter 1 a.m. Tuesday as he walked home
from the college library.

Pennington said the student was released from Gvieahyorial Hospital Tuesday morning after
being treated for a gunshot wound in the arm.

Over the weekend, two Georgia Tech students wdreea as they were walking near the
campus. The assailants hopped out of a white \ehigbbed the students, got back in their car
and drove away, Pennington said. Both cases arer imeestigation, he said.



Pennington said APD will put four uniformed offisest AUC and four more at Tech. There will
also be an undisclosed number of undercover offiaeboth campuses, he said. These officers
will help AUC and Georgia Tech campus police.

The Atlanta officers will be paid overtime and wathkifts from 6 p.m. to 3 a.m., assistant Police
Chief Alan Dreher said. He estimated the officeasking overtime will be paid about $30 an
hour.

After 30 days the APD will evaluate the effectives®f the deployment and decide whether to
continue the increased presence, Dreher said.

"We're going to do everything we can to make olilege campuses safe,” Pennington said at
a press conference at City Hall.

Pennington noted that many of the attacks on celttgdents have come in the late night or
early morning hours a few blocks away from the cases. Students, he said, need to be mindful
of their surroundings and to try to walk in grouffSome of these areas are still not safe at that
time of the morning," the chief said. "We hope thetidents will be a little more careful. ... |
think they have become easy targets for some afrihenals."

Robbers are targeting students to get their computods, backpacks and and cellphones, the
chief noted.

Mayor Shirley Franklin noted the thiefs re-sellgsaatems on the street and urged citizens not to
buy such items from unauthorized sellers. "lt'y@e;" the mayor said.

At the press conference, Franklin announced tleatitly will begin posting weekly crime
statistics on the city of Atlanta's website. Thettistics will date back to 2007 and give readers a
comprehensive view of city crime over the pastehyears, the mayor said.

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Students may have come in contact with contaminatedr during campus flooding.

When KSU closed due to flooding the week of Sept.i2any students played in the flooded
areas, throwing a football and wrestling in watanghe Campus Green.

One student was even spotted tubing in the wat€ampus Loop Road. Other students waded
through waters while leaving the campus.



Many of these students may have been unaware pirédsence of raw sewage and disease-
causing bacteria in the waters.

“Brown water was geysering up 18-24 inches aboneestevel through sewer access hole
covers and, based upon the smell, it appears ltkalyactual raw sewage was mixed in the [rain]
runoff,” said Kemper Anderson, deputy chief of K8Ulice.

Derek Wright, who lives on campus, was playing bgeson the Campus Green Monday, Sept.
21 during the flooding.

“Well, we play all the time in the rain, so it'smoal for us. It's something we deal with,” said
Wright. “It's kinda gross. If you slide around indnough, you can smell the actual sewage.”

“Nobody really knew about the sewage as far aolkn personally didn’t get sick or even
know anybody who did either,” said resident asaisiameson Curnick. “Hopefully it was all
just a result of the flood combined with an areat thiasn’t exactly built for preparation for
floods. Either way, | had a blast.”

Residents of the northwest metropolitan Atlantasneere advised to boil water before
consumption because of the high levels of coliftsanteria reported in the water.

According to the CDC, “during and after a naturiabdter, water can become contaminated with
microorganisms (for example, bacteria), sewagecalgmral or industrial waste, chemicals, and
other substances that can illness or death.”

Stagnant water that is present after flooding d¢an lae breeding grounds for mosquitoes, which
may carry diseases such as West Nile Virus.

Torrential rains overwhelmed sewage treatment planEulton, Cobb and Gwinnett counties,
dumping untreated, raw sewage in local waterways.

“Sewage may contain many types of disease-causgansms” according to the EPA. One of
these bacterias is Escherichia Coli, or E. coli.

Certain levels of E.coli may indicate whether othetentially harmful bacteria may be present
in water.

The Chattahoochee River, which provides water toynfetlanta residents, experienced unsafe
levels of E. coli after the R.M Clayton sewage timgant plant was overwhelmed, dumping
untreated water into the river.

“Some kinds of E. coli can cause diarrhea, whileeat cause urinary tract infections, respiratory
illness and pneumonia and other illnesses,” acogrth the CDC. “Still other kinds of E. coli

are used as markers for water contamination-samjight hear about E. coli being found in
drinking water, which are not themselves harmfult,indicate the water is contaminated.”

Crime persists around campus

Atlanta Police Department Chief Richard Penningtonounced plans to place four more police
officers on and around Tech campus. The announdersgnmade on Tuesday Oct. 13 at a City
Hall press conference following a string of violenime around both the Tech campus as well as
the Atlanta University Center (AUC).

On Friday Oct. 2 at 12:15 a.m. two Tech studentewabbed at gunpoint in Home Park. The
students were walking on Hemphill between 10th B4tth Street when two men approached
them on foot. Both men were described as black srealeund five feet nine inches tall. One of
the two men drew a gun and demanded the studegitsidings. After the robbery, both men
fled the scene in a black vehicle headed northbolihid crime was followed by a second
similar robbery just nine days later.

On Oct. 11 at approximately 11:30 p.m. two morehlgtitidents were robbed at gunpoint in
Home Park. The students were walking on Ethel Streen a man exited the passenger side of
a light-colored sedan. The man, who was descrilyezhb of the victims as a black male about
five foot eight inches tall wearing baggy clothess armed. He drew a handgun on the two
students and demanded their belongings. Afterttiaesats turned over their things the
perpetrator fled the scene heading north. Both@tome Park robberies are being handled by
the Atlanta Police Department.

While no students were harmed in either confroateitn Home Park, not all student-related
crime in the city has ended without violence. sty Tech student Patrick Whaley was shot in
the parking deck of the Tivoli Tenside apartmentdiogs near campus. Three men were
sentenced on Oct. 13 for the crime of shooting \@hak well as the kidnapping of Georgia
State student Carsten Singh. The shooter, Robelgé¢javas sentenced to 30 years incarceration
while his accomplices DeAngelo Love and Mauricevidatavere both sentenced to 25 years.

More recently a Morehouse student was shot Tue®dayl3 at 1 a.m. while walking home
from the campus library. The student has since beleased from Grady Memorial Hospital
after treatment for a gunshot wound to the arm.

“Some of these areas are still not safe at that tirthe morning,” Pennington said at Tuesday’s
press conference. “I think [the students] have bereasy targets for some of the criminals.”

The four new officers will be assigned to patraviceen 6 p.m. and 3 a.m. and will most likely
be compensated for overtime. The four officers b@lcomplemented by four officers patrolling
the AUC campus as well as a number of undercovereo$ who will likely pose as students
btoh on and around campus. There was no mentiociifased patrol near the Georgia State
campus.

“It's going to be a two-pronged approach, one ghhiisibility and one is going to be an
undercover approach,” said assistant police chiah®reher at the press conference.

“We are thankful for the additional support. In st when the APD has increased presence in
Home Park there was a corresponding decreaseninatli activity,” said Home Park
Community Improvement Association (HPCIA) Presiddetson Burke. “[Late hours kept by
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Tech students] has a lot to do with in increaserime in Home Park. Most of the crimes are
happening between 11 p.m. and 3 a.m.”

The HPCIA has offered a board position to Studemtggnment Association to increase
communication.

Closer to home, the Georgia Tech Police Departmred@ased their crime statistics last week,
including tips for both personal and property satet well as statistics on crime between 2006
and 2008. The report indicated that 2,110 crimaffEnses have been reported on campus during
the three-year period. Of those crimes 2,091 warglary, theft, motor vehicle theft or robbery.
There was a clear increase in crime between 2002@08. In 2007 the annual crime total
reported to the GTPD was 626, while 763 crimes weperted in 2008.

While only three cases of aggravated assault vegrerted in 2008 according to the crime
summary released, there was a decrease from tlassaxilts in 2007.

While data from 2009 was not included, police.ghatedu does report that there had been 372
crimes reported between Jan. and July of 2009yarage of approximately 53 crimes per
month. When compared to the three years prior, whieraged approximately 58 crimes per
month, there appears to have been a slight decireaserall number of crimes reported to the
GTPD. According to police.gatech.edu there werétaigported aggravated assaults in 2008,
indicating an increase in reports of violent crime.

GTPD adds SWAT team

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The Georgia Tech Police Department (GTPD) will adceight man SWAT team to its force in
the coming months. The team’s formation is the auéttion of over three years of work by the
administration to increase emergency preparedmassatety on campus.

In order to fund the development of the force, GTrieEeived an expanded budget from the
Institute and additional grants from other sourdém funding provided for the development of
the SWAT team and also for the procurement of metecles and equipment for use by GTPD.

Despite the additional resources provided for tleatton of the force, there are still some
constraints placed on the team, such as limitedomaar. Members of the team currently
perform regular patrol duties in addition to mainitag SWAT responsibilities.

“At this time we’re allowing SWAT guys to do douldeity... as we expand our personnel,
we’re hoping to eventually to become a full time SWteam. But we want to have a bit more
people on patrol first, we don’t want to take aviiamyn our primary duties as patrollers,” said
Lieutenant Marcus Walton, leader of the SWAT team.

In overall command of the team is retired Atlanffecer Anthony Whitmire, who has been
policing since 1979 and is a ten year veteran ®Ghy of Atlanta SWAT team. Whitmire
arrived at Tech two years ago and has been haaviiyved in the development of the team for
one and a half years.

“The commander’s job is to be more or less outaiuk directing making sure they are getting
the support and equipment they need and makingtlsenglans are being carried out,” Whitmire
said. “A successful SWAT operation incorporateshah lot more than just what is going inside
[the actual operation].”

The SWAT team’s role on campus has been greatlyented by prior campus shootings around
the country, like Virginia Tech.

“Years ago, Virginia Tech had [a] school shootingnot to mention all the school shootings
before then. A lot of school shootings are goingeaesolved by patrol officers on the road with
an active shooter type situation. However, if th@dent turns into a stand off with a barricaded
suspect then that's where we come in,” Walton said.

Additional considerations such as homeland secantydealing with possible terrorists,
providing protection for visiting dignitaries andopiding better overall security played a role in
the team’s development.

“Some of the first questions they [dignitary remmasitives] ask are [concerning] what type of
security can [the university] provide for this pams’ Walton said. “So with us having a SWAT
team we can bring more dignitaries to the campus.”

Aside from its on campus duties, the team coulddiked on to operate off campus in
conjunction with the Atlanta SWAT team. If an opeya were to occur on campus, the campus
SWAT would likely take the lead, since they have thost experience operating on campus.

The team is required to have at least 24 hourpexialized training per month in addition to a
week long training seminar with other agencies agthe Atlanta SWAT School.
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Each member undergoes drilling related to repelimgvement, entry, hostage rescue, storming
barricades, shooting and physical fitness.

“Because we’re starting fresh, those [requirementilactually become more stringent as we go
along,” Whitemire said.

Maturity and experience of the officers were alspartant considerations during the selection
process for team members.

“On TV you just see the gunfights and shoot oUWAS, they have to be a little more mature.
They have to have good common sense to be ablake good rational decisions under stressful
situation so you want guys who are a little bitewldnd a little bit more mature,” Whitmire said.

“I can get them in shape, but | can’t necessaeiich maturity and that’'s what I'm looking for.”
Equipment on the SWAT team consists of an entrywéh ceramic plates designed to
withstand multiple rifle rounds and a ballistic imelt totaling forty to fifty pounds. They are
equipped with a Colt M4 rifle and an H&K 45 calideandgun.

As for future potential expansions of the SWAT teawde’d like to see it get bigger,” Walton
said.

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Jailed cop had history of exposing himself

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A former college police officer arrested for expashimself had previously been accused of
flashing women while on patrol in metro Atlanta.

Steven Wayne Turner, a former Carver Bible Colleffieer, remains in the Fulton County jail.

Turner, 28, was arrested last week on chargeds# faprisonment, public indecency and
distributing obscene materials.

This is the second time the former police officad lbeen accused of exposing himself to women
while on duty, officials said.

In September 2008, Turner resigned from the Litadtolice Department after an internal affairs
investigation found he exposed himself during Hitratop and then lied about it, Lithonia
Police Chief Willie Rosser said Monday.

"He was given the option of resigning or be terrtedd’ Rosser said.

Investigators opted to allow Turner resign inste&filing criminal charges against him, Rosser
said.

Carver officials insist they would have never hifladner if they knew about his previous
actions.

"We just heard about that today," Carver Presi@®aiiert Crummie said after learning of the
record from The Atlanta Journal-Constitution. "ltisfortunate the other police department did
not file charges and that information was not doeatad. We wouldn’t be in this situation.”
Records show the Georgia Peace Officers' Stan@adi3 raining Council — which certifies all
law enforcement in Georgia — opened an investigatito Turner in September 2008 after
receiving a complaint from Lithonia.

That investigation remains open, POST operatiorezttir Ryan Powell said Monday.

They are currently looking into the Carver incident

“We are aware of the arrest and will issue an esmaryg suspension of his certification,” Powell
said.

The suspension means Turner can no longer workpabc officer, including off-duty and
security jobs.



POST also investigated a previous simple batteaygehagainst Turner, but the charges were
dropped by the court, Powell said.

Turner resigned from Carver Bible College earlies imonth after he allegedly exposed himself
to three women while patrolling near the collegeGaiscade Road, Crummie said. He was
driving a Carver police cruiser, but was off-campDrummie said.

"This type of behavior will not be tolerated at @ar;" Crummie said Monday. "l know it's an
open investigation, but he’s as wrong as you cah be

Turner is being held in the Fulton County jail 08201,000 bond, according to jail records.
Turner also previously worked as a reserve deprtyhie Clayton County Sheriff's Office.

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After two years of lobbying and persuasion from k& Public Safety Department, KSU Plant
Services and KSU Parking Operations, the Cobb GaDapartment of Transportation (DOT)
agreed to install a three-way stop at the inteisedf Campus Loop Road and Paulding
Avenue, the road leading out of West Deck onto Qasrijpop.

Tindel reported that the process took approximatetyhours and that traffic is now moving
much smoother.

“The problems we’ve been having by West Deck haveroved by about 60 percent,” said
Tindel.

A building on the Georgia Tech campus reopenedalyridorning after a chemical spill sent
three graduate students to a hospital Thursday.mghech spokesperson said the building

reopened at 7 a.m.

The students, who were taken to Grady Memorial Halsphursday night for observation, have
been released, Tech spokesman Matt Nagel saidyRrndaning.



The students likely were prepping for a Friday nmogriab, Nagel said.

"Initial reports indicate that in preparation folad session today, two incompatible chemicals
were inadvertently mixed in a container producirggrang irritant,” Nagel said in a statement.

Nagel did not confirm what chemicals were mixedideaold WAGA-TV the chemicals
involved were nitric acid and potassium cyanide.

Crews were called to 801 Atlantic Drive around 7pl®. after the spill of reportedly corrosive
chemicals, officials said.

A HAZ-MAT team was able to neutralize the spilltbé dangerous chemical sometime after 9
p.m., Atlanta Fire spokesman Capt. Bill May said.

The building, which houses part of the College oputing and several science and
engineering labs, was evacuated with no reporiedi@s, May said.

Along with the Atlanta Fire and Rescue HAZ-MAT teaBeorgia Tech police and the school's
environmental health and safety units helped withihcident, Nagel said.

"The container was placed in a controlled environtyieand safety procedures were followed,
Nagel said Friday. The school's environmental heaid safety units are going to review the
safety procedure with lab personnel, however, Nagiel.

It is unclear how the spill happened, but the HAZMeam will be investigating, May said.

“The safety of our students and fans is our fordmoscern. The tearing down of the goalposts
is unusual at Georgia Tech, and while is it a Istagnding college tradition, we cannot either
condone or support it,” said Matt Nagel, a mediatr@ns specialist for Communications and
Marketing.

Following the Jackets’ win of 28 -23 at this yedramecoming football game, students leapt
onto the field from the stands, in spite of incexhsecurity, which was the largest amount of
security on staff during any game thus far thisryea

A group of students then climbed onto the goalpmatntually snapping it due to students
jumping repeatedly on it. The post was then camigithrough the north end entrance onto
Techwood Drive.

Students then took the post to Institute Presi@eRt “Bud” Peterson’s house, where it was
presented and accepted by Peterson and his wifendleir front lawn.

Following the celebrations at Peterson’s houselestts sawed off pieces of the goalpost at the
lawn and later at various locations throughout casnp

During the whole affair, the GTPD reported and aoméd two injuries including a broken arm
and an ankle injury. The student who sustainedtbken arm received it while jumping from
the student section onto the field and was takehddospital. The one with the ankle injury,
however, refused treatment.

More injuries are said to have occurred includifuglents being trampled while the goalpost was
being taken through the gate, but were not repatiettly to the GTPD.

“Preliminary reports are a possible broken armrasthttack and a hurt ankle all from coming
over the wall,” Nagel added.

“In addition we have reports of damage to cardhagybalpost was carried on its way. Over the
years, students at other schools have been padalytzen hit by goalposts during similar
celebrations,” Peterson said.

Although injuries were reported, there were nodinestances or incidents of crime or damage
reported to the GTPD during the hours following tjaene.

Nonetheless as a result of last Saturday’s evBeterson has asked the AA and its officials to
review safety protocol and procedures and develeatgr precautions for future games.

“Since I'd hate for anything like that to happeratoy of our students, I've asked the athletic
department to review our safety procedures to enhat all appropriate safety precautions are
being taken,” Peterson added.

In addition, the AA is looking into the possibiliof purchasing a collapsible goalpost in the
future. As of Wednesday afternoon, the North enteaoas still missing a goalpost. Instead, an
orange safety cone was placed where the post oasee AA will have until the next home
game on Nov. 7 against Wake Forest to replacedbipgst, but representatives have stated that
they already have an extra set in house that titend to put up in the next few weeks.
