Atlanta police Wednesday were investigating an gt home invasion and armed robbery at
a house just north of the Georgia Tech campus.

According to a crime alert sent out by Georgia Tpalce, the six victims were inside a house
on Ethel Street near Hemphill Avenue just befordmght when three males armed with
handguns and wearing ski masks "kicked in the fdwatr of their apartment.”

"The victims were made to lay on the floor whileotef the black males searched the home for
electronic items," the alert continued. "The suspé#ten fled the area in an unknown direction of
travel in a white, compact car."

No injuries were reported in the incident, whiclppaned in the Home Park neighborhood about
a block north of the Tech campus.

The alert did not indicate whether the victims wéeorgia Tech students. Georgia Tech police
send out alerts when there is a crime on or neaf#th campus.

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Freshman football player arrested on alcohol charge

Georgia freshman defensive end Montez Robinsorawasted early Monday morning by UGA
police on a charge of underage possession of dlcoho

Police responded to the East Village parking ddtRiver Road at about 2 a.m. after a call
from a parking service attendant that both reatiggits were broken out of a 1999 Silver Lexus
GS300, according to a police report.

The car belonged to Armita Didehvar, a student, whe outside Vandiver Hall talking to
Robinson when police arrived.

Robinson, 19, smelled of alcohol, according todfieer’s report.
He was placed under arrest and “became very agjiveltde being placed into double locked

handcuffs. He started to yell and scream whiledpeiaced in the rear of a caged unit,”
according to the report.



The arrest is likely to trigger an automatic susp@m for Robinson for Georgia’s bowl game,
under Athletic Association alcohol policy.

Robinson was booked into the Clarke County Jadt@ a.m. and released about an hour and a
half later on a $500 bond.

Georgia coach Mark Richt is aware of the arrestiamaoking into it, according to a spokesman.
Police continue to investigate the broken tail tgglout suspect vandalism was involved.

“Detectives are looking (into it),” Lt. Eric Dellger said. “Obviously something is going on. We
haven’'t made a determination about who was involagtiat damage.”

Robinson, the product of Avon, Ind., has played neserve role on the line this season, but was
named SEC Defensive Lineman of the Week after ngalkwe tackles and two sacks against
Tennessee Tech on Nov. 7. He has played in 11 games

Robinson is the fourth Georgia player arrestedes{dct. 13. The other three arrests were traffic-
related.
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University student and defensive end Montez Robingas arrested and charged with underage
possession of alcohol early Monday morning as patigestigated a report of criminal damage
to a vehicle.

According to the University Police report:

A Parking Services attendant told police she h#@dound of breaking glass at the East
Campus parking deck, then found a vehicle with lve#r tail lights broken.

Police found the owner of the vehicle, Universitydent Armita Didehvar, sitting outside
Vandiver Hall talking with Robinson.

Robinson, 19, smelled of alcohol, so police plaa@d under arrest.
As he was arrested, "Robinson became very agitated”started to yell and scream.”

On Oct. 20, University Police reported Didehvattesvictim of a misdemeanor battery and
simple assault.

The name of the suspect was redacted from thegp@jmort, however several witnesses to the
incident claimed the suspect was a football plagred one identified the alleged assailant as
Robinson.



"We saw Montez," University student and VandivetlHasident Mileva Savich told The Red &
Black Tuesday.

"Then we saw a girl and we heard her scream. Wehgavpick her up and basically throw her
against a trash can."”

Savich said she and her roommates ran outsidg to break up the incident, but the alleged
assailant and Didehvar were separated when theygdur

"He was going off and cussing," she said. "He gwtrbally good."

University Police Chief Jimmy Williamson was unabdedentify the suspect because no formal
charges were made.

He said police do not identify suspects awaitingnial charges to avoid the possibility of
spreading false accusations.

"She did not want to press charges," he said. l¥eilvere very cooperative."

Williamson said in certain similar cases, police able to make arrests under family violence
laws. This incident did not meet the requiremessno arrest was made.

Associate Athletic Director Claude Felton was ueablbe reached for comment Wednesday.

Robinson and Didehvar both refused to comment.
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Three men who were described as black males weskingasks and bearing firearms kicked in
the door to the apartment. The men made the sidnsdie face-down on the ground while they
searched the home for electronics, grabbing cathpltones and a laptop.

According to theAtlanta Journal Constitutioat least four of the victims are Tech students. No
one was hurt during the incident, and the three wene last seen fleeing the apartment in a
white, four-door compact car.

UGA freshman defensive end Montez Robinson, whoaweested early Monday on alcohol
charges, was arrested again on Thursday, apparertbnnection with an alleged fight with
with another student in October.

Robinson is being held without bond at the Athefe@ Count Jail, charged with misdemeanor
simple battery and felony criminal damage/2nd degaecording to online jail records.

Robinson was arrested for underage possessiooalialearly Monday after police responded
to a call about glass breaking in the East Villpgeking deck. The taillights of student Armita
Didehvar's car were smashed.

The Red and Black newspaper reported that the raosht arrest was in connection to that
incident and an earlier incident on Oct. 20.

The newspaper, citing a University Police repaparted that Robinson was involved in a fight
with Didehvar, and witnesses told police that frewhher up against a trash can.

Didehvar told the Red and Black on Thursday thas¢haccounts of the incident were not true
and that she and Robinson "just had an argument.”

She also told the newspaper that in last weekemdtdent, Robinson broke her car's taillights
when she didn't respond to multiple calls and te@ssages.

The newspaper reported that University Police Chimimy Williamson said that investigators
were unable to arrest Robinson following the Octabeident because Didehvar refused to press
charges and the case didn't meet the criteria fubtsied under family violence laws.

"Since that time, while investigating the damagéhtcar, they were able to establish all the
parameters for family violence," Williamson tolcetRed and Black.

Robinson, who was named the SEC Defensive LinerhdredNeek after the Tennessee Tech
game, is the fourth Georgia player arrested imptmst two months.

The others -- backup offensive lineman Jonathanr@weffensive tackle Vince Vance and
reserve cornerback Vance Cuff -- were arrestedtrédfic-related offenses.

Mullis said a witness saw the man knock Wilsorhi® ground. She suffered a severe head injury
when her head slammed on the concrete.

Wilson was hospitalized until Wednesday. She hasiemory of the attack.

The Versa was found at MARTA’s Westlake station Westiay morning.

The witness and a Georgia Bureau of Investigatrtatavill come up with a sketch so
investigators can compare it to images capturedaeso cameras at the Westlake, GSU and Five
Points MARTA stations.

This was one of three attacks on college studemdlanta in less than a week. Georgia State,
the Atlanta University complex and especially Géifech have become targets of criminals in
recent months.

The most recent attack was early Thursday wherch $eident was stabbed as he walked home
from the Publix grocery store in Midtown. The stotiold Atlanta police the man began yelling
at him so the student gave the man some moneyhBuhan kept shouting and then stabbed the
student in the stomach.

On Thursday morning, Tech freshman Zhao Wang vedsbst, though not seriously wounded,
as he made a pre-dawn run to the grocery store.ddays earlier two students were robbed at

gunpoint while walking along North Avenue.

They weren't the only Tech students to be touclyettime since the first of the month. On Dec.
2, at least four undergrads were robbed in themel®ark apartment just off-campus.



The latest incidents have followed a familiar pattéis year around the Georgia Tech campus.
Crime seemed to peak in the spring, when five ®Btatients were robbed at gunpoint over a
two-week period.

Four arrests were made in conjunction with the nmggearly last summer, leading outgoing
Atlanta Police Chief Richard Pennington to notedhgad been no attacks since the arrests.

But then, less than a month later, two separategimgg occurred within 24 hours at the same
downtown intersection just south of campus. Andhiminine days in early October four students
were robbed in separate Home Park stick-ups.

None of the students were seriously injured indimes detailed above, but the campus was
shaken. “I think [the students] have become easgpeta for some of the criminals,” Pennington
acknowledged at an Oct. 13 press conference animguatew strategy to combat off-campus
crime.

Eight uniformed officers were assigned to keep tateer the neighborhoods near Tech and the
Atlanta University Center from 7 p.m. to 3 a.m.htlg. The officers were joined by an
undisclosed number of undercover police, Penningéad.

The result? Zone 5 Commander Khirus Williams shat,tdespite the incidents this month,the
APD's plan has worked. The street crimes that loacarred took place when the extra patrols
had yet to hit the streets, Williams said.

What his zone needs is more overtime pay, moreafi-- or both, he said.

"We need more ears and eyes out there," he saill.€{&2n more importantly, we need our
citizens to govern themselves responsibly andetdhemselves become victims."

No Tech officials were made available for comme@h campus, at least, there's been a
reduction in every crime major category from 208&;ording to figures released by the
university police.

"We feel safe in our little bubble here," said fregan Hannah Olliff. But off-campus, said junior
Laura Schulte, "It's a little sketchy."

UGA unaware of crimes

Former UGA student's record not passed on

Despite numerous brushes with the law during tist fpge years, a former University of
Georgia student now accused of holding a Clemsawddsity student against his will and
beating him faced university discipline only once.

Gene Whitner Milner 1ll, 23, is scheduled to app€&aesday in Athens-Clarke Magistrate Court
on charges he held and beat the 18-year-old Clestsdent in the basement of the Chi Phi
fraternity, 290 S. Lumpkin St.

Charged with false imprisonment, a felony, and mmsdanor battery, Milner has said he just
happened to be in the area when the young man mamag from the fraternity house about
3:20 a.m. Nov. 15 as a UGA police officer drove by.

Milner has faced Clarke County judges repeatedipénpast five years, including in April 2004
- four months before he began classes at UGA.

Milner was put on 18 months of probation for pulitoxication, underage possession of
alcohol, giving false information and possessirigka 1D card.

During the next 32 months, police accused Milneiuohishing alcohol to a minor, public
intoxication, obstruction of a law enforcement o#fi and violating the Athens-Clarke noise
ordinance, among other charges.

Police also charged Milner in connection with tleatth of Lewis Fish, a UGA student who died
in a Russell Hall dormitory of a drug and alcoheémlose after partying at Milner's Riverhill
Drive house. Investigators later cleared Milnemyblvement, however.

But Milner has faced UGA disciplinary officers ordnce, according to records the university
released under an Athens Banner-Herald open-recegdest, mainly because university
officials didn't know about most of the arrests aitdtions.

Except for the Lewis Fish case, in which Milner vea®nerated, the UGA Office of Judicial
Programs never learned of any of the student's atierges, nor the four times police or court
officials said he violated probation, UGA officiaday.

Before 2006, UGA had no procedure for obtainingehthClarke police reports when university
students got arrested.

Since then, Athens-Clarke police routinely havadgrover incident reports to UGA police, who
notify the Office of Judicial Programs when a stuids involved, according to Kimberly Ellis,
associate dean of students for judicial programs.



Even today, courts don't notify UGA officials wharstudent is accused of violating probation,
according to Ellis. And UGA doesn't always get mpavhen a student is cited for breaking a
law but not arrested, Ellis wrote in a memo to Tdawkson, UGA vice president for public
affairs, after the Banner-Herald asked why Milnadhit faced disciplinary proceedings more
often.

When Milner did go through UGA disciplinary procaags in the 2006-07 school year - for
furnishing alcohol to minors at a party at his Rk Drive house - a university administrator at
first ordered him suspended pending a hearing befalisciplinary panel.

In March 2007, however, a three-person judiciagpams panel cleared Milner of violating
UGA rules about alcohol-related misconduct, acemydo Milner's student disciplinary records,
obtained under the open-records request.

Witnesses from the party said Milner had not semaledhol to minors, and in fact, had posted
signs saying people under 21 would not be allowedtihk alcohol at his house.

The panel found Milner only violated a UGA rule ags disorderly conduct. His punishment
was to write a 1,000-word reflective essay abouwtviie would do differently, given the chance.

In addition to now getting regular police reportsm Athens-Clarke police, UGA has adopted
other rules that make it harder for students taca\uds>A discipline for off-campus
transgressions.

"The system has changed," Jackson said.
Under a policy UGA adopted in October 2008, UGAduaxct rules apply to students as soon as
they are admitted, not just when they start clasSeglents also are subject to the conduct code

when they temporarily leave school while still dig to enroll - as Milner did more than once.

And students are required to tell UGA officialsamiy arrests when they apply for admission or
readmission to the university.

Milner has been enrolled off and on at UGA sindeZ@04, but never left school for long
enough to have to reapply for admission under ubesr

Under current standards, Milner would have facedAWizcipline for his first arrest in Clarke
County - in April 2004, four months before his fictasses.

A Clarke County judge gave Milner 18 months' pradoafor public intoxication, underage
possession of alcohol, giving false information @odsessing a fake ID card, but Milner
suffered no consequences at UGA.
